WILLIAM MARTIN LEAKE’S MISSION TO MACEDONIA
{Summary)

Here, in this appendix, the author deals with the mission of the well-
known British political and military figure, archaeologist, philologist, and
explorer, William Martin Leake (1777—1860) to Macedonia. This mission
was carried out at the time Napoleonic Wars, to be more precise during the
period from 1805 to 1809. The basic aim of this mission lay in Great Britain’s
interest in becoming acquainted with the important centres of the European
of the Ottoman Empire. And Macedonia was one of those centres.

Having reviewed the literature and the source materials, the author,
on the basis of the archive material found in the Public Record Office in
London, considered W. M. Leak’es mission to Macedonia. His mission is
reviewed in stages. The treatment follows the movement of W. M. Leake in
Macedonia and his basic activity. It consisted investigating of the most impor-
tant centres in South and West Macedonia, and also communications, moun-
tain passes, fortifications and their strategic importance, towns, etc. In con-
trast to other missions which W. M. Leake carried out, particularly in Albania,
this one to Macedonia did not have a diplomatic character, but rather was
purely exploratory. Throughout all his work W. M. Leake sent to his sponsors
extremely well-worked information, in which we find very rich material in
connexion with Macedonian history.

The mission of W. M. Leake would be incomplete if his written works
were not likewise analysed. And so the author considered his descriptions of
his travels and other works, in which are displayed the scholarly results of
the exploratory work of W. M. Leake. He analysed specific features of Mace-
donia and that with a view to the history, economy, political state, archaeology,
ancient geography, numismatic and other riches of the area. Apart from this,
the author also took into consideration the rich archaeological and numismatic
material from Macedonia collected by W. M. Leake. Likewise this activity
of W. M. Leake, which was an integral part of his mission, is analysed in
considerable detail.

Judging W. M. Leake’s mission to Macedonia to have been extremely
successful, the author comes to the conclusion that its basic aim sprang from
the necessity of investigating the territory of Macedonia, as part of the over-all
territory of the European part of Turkey (,,Turkey in Europe”), and which
was to serve for the strengthening of British positions and the elimination
of French influence. This apart, with his scientific and exploratory work and
the publication of its results, W. M. Leake made the scholarly world acquainted
with specific features of Macedonia, which activity also served, at the same
time, to advance Macedonia’s recognition in the eyes of the world.
