LA TENTATIVE DE PROVOCATION D'UNE EMEUTE DE
MEHMED ALI EN MACEDOINE (1839—1841)

Résumé

L' auteur du texte prend en considération le probleme de la
tentative du souverain indépendant d'Egypte, Mehmed Ali (1769—
1849) de provoquer une erneute en Macédoine en 1839—1841. Apreés
avoir passé en revue la littérature et la documentation publiées
jusqu'a présent, l'auteur constate que ce probléme n'a pas été
traité dans la science. Il base ensuite ses connaissances du probléme
sur une documentation inédite, appartenant aux archives officielles
de Grande Bretagne — Public Record Office, a Londres.

Le théme est traité en plusieurs chapitres dont le chapitre qui
se rapporte a l'apparition et a l'activité de Mehmed Ali ainsi qu' a
ses rapports avec la Grande Porte Ottomane et les grandes puissances
(PAngleterre, la France et la Russie) sert de base. Ces raports sont
largement représentés surtout en ce qui concerne l'analyse des rap-
ports pendant les soit disant ,crises €3 ~Aconflits turco-
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égyptiens”, la premiere cle 1831 a 1833 et la deuxiéme de 1839 a
1840/1841. Parlant de ces crises, lauteur traite des actions de Mehmed
Ali, destinées a provoquer une erneute en Macédoine. Se basant
surtout sur une matiére originale et en partie sur la presse contenu
poraine et les documents des archives déja connus, l'auteur constate
gue les actions en Macédoine de Mehmed Ali sont surtout carac-
téristiques pour la deuxiéme crise, c'est-a- dire pour la période de
1839—1840/1841. En vue de la prouver, Fauteur publie dans son texte
de nombreux exemples d'actions ' ou Mehmed Ali, aidé de ses mis-
sionnaires spéciaux et de ses adhérents en Macédoine, fait des efforts
pour créer une agitation et un mécontentement visibles, dirigés contre
le gouvernement ottoman. Toutes ces action avaient des dimensions
et des formes différentes, mais le gouvernement turc réussissait
toujours a les déjouer. C'est pourquoi ces actions ne se sont pas trans-
formées en un mouvement insurrectionnel général. Mais, il faut sou-
ligner le fait que le pian de Mehmed Ali avait été bien congu et bien
organisé. Il avait en vue de tirer profit du mécontentement géné-
ral et de garder sa domination en Proche Orient. En diplomate habile,
il organisait ces actions pour des motifs tactiques et pour tenir le
gouvernement ottoman dans une situation tendue afin d'avoir la
possibilité de réaliser ses projets. Il y réussit et ce n'est gue grace aux
interventions des grandes puissances que son avancement dans les
territoires du sultan turc fut empéché.

Les actions de Mehmed Ali en Macédoine ont eu de l'influence
sur la population musulmane aussi bien que sur la population chré-
tienne. A l'aide de ses agents, il louvoyait envers les uns et envers
les autres. Pour garder sa domination il avait en vue presque toujours
ses propres intéréts politiques.

Sa tentative de soulever le peuple en Macédoine en 1831—1841
a provoqué une agitation dans la société macédonienne et crée un
esprit de révolte en Macédoine qui joua un rdle considérable dans
I'nistoire du mouvement de libération. Il est intéressant de souligner
le fait qu'il y a eu des cas d'actions communes de la raia macédonien-
ne et de la raia musulmane, inspirées par leur lutte contre la tyranie
et les injustices. Il est caractéristique aussi qu' a cette épogue nous
pouvons rencontrer le vrai nom des Macédoniens exprimant leur
nationalité, fait qui n'est pas a négliger et qu'on doit souligner. C'est
pourquoi on peut dire que I action politigue de Mehmed Ali en
Macedoine a eu de répercussions trés importantes et présente dans
I'histoire du peuple macédonien un événement extraordinaire.
