THE ATTITUDE OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
TOWARD MACEDONIA AND MACEDONIAN QUESTION
IN XIXth CENTURY AND IN THE PERIOD OF
THE ILINDEN UPRISING (1903)

(Sum mary)

IN THIS SUPPLEMENT the author tries to clear up the
attitude of the United States of America toward Macedonia and
Macedonian question in XIXth century and in the period of the
Ilinden Uprising of 1903. The theme has been worked out on the
basis of authentic archive and other materials and on the basis
of literature data. A special attention has been paid to the Ame-
rican diplomatic correspondence data as well as to other authentic
material. The history of those problems has been divided into
several parts according to the course of the American and Mace-
donian history, i.e. in accordance with the established periodi-
zation. The basic division of the theme, which has been divided
into three chapters and many subchapters, moves on relation:
from the War for Indépendance and establishment of the Uni-
ted States of America untill the Civil War; then, from the Civil
War untill the llinden Uprising; and finally the period of llinden
Uprising (1903—1904). The author tries to clear up and work out
all characteristic questions connected to the attitude od the USA
toward Macedonia and Macedonian question and to the attempts
for mutual correspondence. In each particular period which con-
tains its own specifications, all important points specific for their
mutual recognition, have been emphasized. The continuity of the
USA interest for widening the connections with Otoman Empire
whose central part belonged to Macedonia, has been followed most
carefully. It depended stricktly on the American opening toward
Europa as well as on the development of the American capitalism
and imperialism. In the working out of the theme, different ques-
tions about the political, economical, religious and educational-
cultural connections as well as the problem of the Macedonian mi-
gration in USA have been taken into consideration. Specifications
of each characteristic question have been summed and its mea-
ning, important for the development of further relations, has been
determined.

In the distribution of the material, a special attention has
been paid to the American acquaintance with Macedonia in the
XI1Xth century, with, a special accent on the characteristics that
might have meant an element in their mutual connecting. The in-
terest of the American diplomacy for the developing process of
Macedonia the increasement of the Macedonian national movement
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for liberation and other political and economical specifications of
Macedonia has been particulary underlined. An attemp has been
made for the line to be given In the economical interests of USA
in Macedonia, which is improved by the trade data. The way of
spreading out the activity of the American Protestant mission
which has established its own centers in Macedonia is also empha-
sized. A special accent has been given to the movement of the
Macedonian migrators in North America, with all its developing
processes. The greatest attention has been paid to the attitude of
the American diplomacy toward the Ilinden Uprising of 1903. It
has been particulary emphasized that the Uprising should be fob
lowed more carefully. Closely related to that, the development of
the promacedonian movement in the USA in favour of the Mace-
donian llinden Uprising has been particulary underlined. It resul-
ted into formation of the so called ,,Macedonian Committees* by
organization of meetings and other gatherings, where the Mace-
donian War for Liberation has been talked about and where an
initiation for starting a big action for giving hand to the victims
of the llinden Uprising has been set out. For this purpose, many
authorities of the American political and cultural life have been en-
gaged. They organized the action for aid and they personally usedto
come to Macedonia to distribute the collected things. This proma
cedonian movement in the USA meant culmination in the atti-
tude of USA toward Macedonia and Macedonian question i.e. it
laid the basis for further relations in the coming decades of the
XXth century.

This tractate is only a supplement to the Macedonian histo-
ry and to the history of USA as well.
