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THE PROBLEM OF ACCIDENT PRONENESS

(Summary)

The origin of the concept of accident proneness is in the statistical
work of the pioneer researchers in the field of accidents such as Greenwood,
Woods, Yule, Newbold. The concept itself was introduced by Farmer and
Chambers. By ‘'accident proneness’ they meant an innate and stable cha-
racteristics of perosnality predisposing the indivdual who possesses it to a
marked degree to a relatively high accident rate. This concept was avidly
accepted but latter misused. The viewpoint of accident proneness as an im-
mutable personality trait has been criticised. By means of the method of
percentages and the method of correlation it has been shown that no such
a trait existed. What is called accident proneness is determined by consti-
tutional and environmental factors and changes with the age, experience,
psychological development etc. The accident rate is a result of a combina-
tion of circumstances.
