BRITISH REPORTS ON THE MILITARY ASPECTS OF THE
ILINDEN UPRISING 1903.

(Summary)

The author examines the reports of the British military at-
tache Francis Richard Maunsel on the Ilinden Uprising which
he had written from August 11th December 15th 1903.

The reports deal with the military aspects of the llinden
Uprising and they illuminate the importance of this revolutionary
event in the history of Macedonia and in the Macedonian national
movement for the liberation from the XX Centary.

In order to determine the validaty of these original courses
(as yet unpublished), the author makes a comparative survey of
earlier studies of the military aspects of the Uprising, with a de-
tailed critical treatment of the reports, their oontens, and the ana-
lytical approaches of their major points. Particular emphasis is
made on: the Ottoman army and its actions against the Macedo-
nian revolutionary centres; foreign aid given to the Ottoman army
eg. Germany; the Macedonian armed revolutionary groups and
their strategy and tactics for the defence of the free Macedonian
territory and the resistance to the Ottoman counter-ofensive; the
activities of the Macedonian revolutionaries, their specific features
and characteristicts; the military actions around the Macedonian
revolutionary centres (Krushevo, Neveska, Klisura etc); and the
other aspects caused by the development and the results of the
Illinden Uprising.

The military reports of the British military attache F. R.
Maunsel are significant materials for complementing the milita-
ry history of the Ilinden Uprising. However, they have a politi-
cal and historical significance and reaffirm Macedonia and the
Macedonian national movement for the liberation from the begin-
ning of the XX Century.
