EMPIRICAL VERIFICATION
OF THE CONSISTENCY THEORY

An attempt was made in order to be verified formulations of the consisten-
cy theory among individual differences’ theories in the area of work motivation. At
the sample of 47 examinees engaged in shareholder’s company “Jadran” -Negotino,
with application of correlative-regression analysis, was testified the relationship and
prediction of job satisfaction by postulated factors of work motivation as Self-
Esteem, need for Achievement and Power as well as intrinsic motivation tendency.
The first three factors of work motivation were confirmed whereas the theory has
been extended by the finding that besides the intrinsic, for some individuals, more
adequate is the extrinsic motivation expressed throughout money as a motivator
despite non-financial and social rewards.
