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LICENCE - A PATH TOWARD
PROFESSIONALISATION OF SOCIAL SERVICES

Abstract

A license is a document issued by authorized organ (of-
ten a chamber) to persons - professionals, institutions,
programmes or projects. The license is an instrument used by
the state to implement and supervise the process of social ser-
vices development, in many aspects: a relevant level of insti-
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tutional quality; a proper institutional functioning; profes-
sional qualifications and advancement of professionals; the
process of upgrading the knowledge; supervision and evalu-
ation. In other words, the movement towards social work li-
censing in general, is not only an attempt to organize and
supervise the practice, but also a motivating factor for en-
couraging self-responsibility towards professional improve-
ment. The application of the license and certificate in social
work has also practical dimensions. Namely, apart from the
protection of social service beneficiaries from quasi-profes-
sionals, providing basic levels of qualifications/competencies,
the licensing enables implementation of different models of
financing, rarely practiced in our Country, such as are third-
party payments or contracting. In fact, the purpose of the
license is manifold. It eases implementation of the process of
globalization in Europe and in the World, by the very fact
that it enables transfer and mutual recognition of acquired
professional qualifications among the countries.
