SUCCESSFUL LOGOPEDIC REHABILITATION IN CASE WITH
HYPERNASAL SPEECH

Rhinolalia or hypemasality is a resonance anomaly that appears 1n cases
of abnormal joining of the oral and nasal cavity during speech production. More
precisely, it is abnormal nasal resonance that presents itself during the production
of non-nasal sounds for which a corresponding intra-oral pressure is necded.
Often it is a result of a palatal cleft or of a simultancous palatal cleft and cleft lip.

The development of the speech in children with cleft cannot be imagined
without logopedic rehabilitation. In such cases, this kind of rchabilitation 1s
extremely important and it must be general, overall and gradual.

A model of this kind of rehabilitation is represented in this work via
working on a case with rhinolalia that is a result of an innate palatal cleft and
cleft Lip.

The logopedic rehabilitation of N.S. started from early childhood 1.¢. on
the age of 3. During the process of rchabilitation that lasted three years, the
correct articulation of all the sounds without nasalization was achieved, as well as
preparedness of the patient to take part in the educational process.

By means of presentation of one of the numerous cases with rhinolaha
treated with rehabilitation in our institute, with this work we aim to venfy the
efficiency of the carly treatment of rhinolalia that results with maximum
development of the correct articulation.

The logopedic rchabilitation in patients with hypemasality could be far
more if there is a nice closure of the soft palate and the posterior wall of the
pharynx.
