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EXHUMATION AS A SPECIFIC METHOD IN MEDICO-
LEGAL EXPERTISE

In medico-legal practice it is often necessary to evaluate certain
circumstances from medical records of patients, buried without
autopsy. Exhumation is the only method in these cases. It is believed
that the significance of exhumation in assessment of visceral lesions
is of limited value, because of advanced body decay. Demonstrating
this case, we aim at determining the potency of exhumation in
verifying suspected gastric ulcer bleeding. During the exhumation it
was established that the stomach is filled up by approximately 500-
600 ml of brownish black porridge-like substance, similar to blood.
A callous ulcer was found 2cm above the upper edge of the pylorus.
The ulcer was deep, with rounded edges, measuring 2 cm in diameter,

* with hemorrhages in the bottom and the surroundings. Just beside the

ulcer a polyp-like jelly formation, measuring 4/2/2 cm was found,
broadly connected to the gastric wall. The content of the small and

_the large intestine, up to the beginning of the sygmoideus part, was

brownish material, similar to this in the stomach. The chromatography
analysis of the substance in the stomach and the intestine proved that
it is blood. The microscopic investigation of routine sections for
histology revealed: advanced tissue decay and gastric mucous
membrane defect; rarefaction and hemosiderin deposition in gastric
muscular layer; advanced tissue decay of the above described polyp,
which restricted histological verification. This report confirms that
morphological evaluation of visceral injuries and convincing medico-
legal conclusions are possible even after advanced body decay (4
months after burial).
