Foreword

signal about the fate of humanity over which the shadow of a global

cataclysm hangs. Human aggression against nature and the environ-
ment becomes dramatic, joining the natural climate changes. These de-
structive tendencies are an expression of the deep dysfunction between
the economic, socio-cultural, political and environmental subsystems of
the global industrial capitalist society, and the declared universal human
rights, including the basic human right to life.

The recent summit of world leaders on climate change sends an SOS

To achieve the goal of enhanced protection of the right to life and humane
dignity in the face of growing environmental destruction, the movements
for environmental sustainability, social justice and economic justice need
to come together and realize their common interest in the building of a
democratic, eco-social society. It is a basic postulate of the increasingly
influential eco(bio)centric philosophy of law, which starts from the right
to life of present and future generations and the associated global goal of
sustainable and humane social development. The main derivative of this
philosophy is the concept of environmental justice, understood as an in-
tergenerational distributive justice. That concept is beginning to perme-
ate a growing number of conventions for environmental protection which
provide for the individual right to a healthy environment, the right to in-
formation, participation in decision-making and the right to judicial pro-
tection of those rights.

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The concept of environmental justice is incorporated into national consti-
tutional and legal systems, by strengthening environmental constitution-
alism and introducing effective legal instruments for judicial protection of
the right to a healthy environment. Today, its basic postulates are the main
driver of deep reforms of modern law and the justice system.

New environmental public policy?

The world is entering a dangerous zone of risk posed by climate change
and the rapid and uncontrolled destruction of the environment. The envi-
ronmental crisis and climate changes are two major challenges of our time.
Rampant deforestation, uncontrolled expansion of agriculture, intensive
farming, mining and infrastructure development, as well as the exploita-
tion of wild species have created a “perfect storm” for the spillover of dis-
eases from wildlife to people, as happened with the pandemic Covid-19.
This often occurs in areas where live the communities that are most vul-
nerable to infectious diseases (Wienhues, 2020)).

The inauguration today of the new concept of environmental justice as a
center of the struggle for affirmation and respect for fundamental human
rights of a healthy environment, life, and quality of life, is becoming one
of the leading fields of profound social reforms, in the interest of sustain-
able and humane development of society. The modern concept of environ-
mental justice is a call to reject the destructive utilitarian and pragmatic
model of managing social affairs by the oligarchic structures, particularly
characteristic of countries with low levels of democracy and rule of law
(“hybrid systems” and “captured states”).

The basic postulate of the new public environmental policy is the institu-
tionalization of citizens’ participation in policy-making, decisions-making
and control over the implementation of laws, based on the principles of
transparency, accountability and responsibility of public institutions. It
came to the fore in the last three decades of the 20th century, especially
encouraged with the activism of the United Nations, which opened new
strategic directions in this field with the adoption of the Declaration at the
United Nations Conference on the Human Environment, held in Stockholm
in 1972 (Stockholm Declaration), and with the adoption of the Environ-
mental Protection Program (UNEP). After that conference, a large number
of international conventions on climate changes and environmental pro-
tection have been adopted and more and more international, regional and

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other organizations are focused on environmental protection, including
the European Union (s. Lilic, Drenovak-Ivanovic, 2009: 44). Today, most
constitutions guarantee the right of access to public information to citi-
zens, and most member states of the international community have regu-
lated free access to public information (Ackerman, Sandoval-Ballesteros,
2006: 86). In European environmental legislation, the right of access to
environmental information is regulated with the Directive 2003/4/EC of
the European Parliament and of the Council of 28 January 2003 and the
Environmental Information Regulations 2004.

The 1992 Rio de Janeiro Conference on Environment and Development
(UNCED) focused on the link that exists between human rights and the
environment in terms of procedural rights. Principle 10 of the Declara-
tion adopted during the Rio Conference provides that at the national level,
each individual shall have appropriate access to information concerning
the environment that is held by public authorities, and the opportunity to
participate in decision-making processes.

The protection of environmental rights in our systems are below the basic
principles of public environmental policy provided by the Aarhus Conven-
tion of 1998 (effective from 2001) on Access to Information, Public Partic-
ipation in Decision-Making and Access to Justice in the Field of the Envi-
ronment. The structure of the environmental policy model provided for in
the Convention consists of three pillars: the right of every citizen to access
to the environmental information; public participation in decision-making,
including laws and other regulations; and access to justice, ie the right
of citizens to court or administrative proceedings in case the state vio-
lates or does not adhere to these principles. As a right to judicial protec-
tion, the Aarhus Convention distinguishes between the “public”, which is
all stakeholders of the state and civil society, and the “concerned public”
consisting of individuals or legal entities that are affected by or interested
in enacting decisions. Of particular importance is the second term ““con-
cerned public”, which should have a significant impact on the environmen-
tal decision-making process (s. Stanici¢, 2018: 111). The implementation
of this postulate is one of the weakest links in our systems of environmen-
tal justice. In the operationalization of the notion of the affected public
the autonomous status of the citizen is lost in the evaluation - what is the
attitude, initiative, reaction, etc. of the public, especially in the case when
in the decision-making participate the citizens with conflicting interests
(typical is the case with “public hearings” for the adoption or amendment
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of urban plans, where the following decision is justified by the determina-
tion of the “majority”).

Environmental justice

In recent decades, environmental policies have come at the very center of
philosophical, political, economic and legal thought, which highlights the con-
cept of environmental justice as a symbiosis of natural human rights and the
necessary responses of modern society to the challenges of the environmen-
tal crisis (the term environmental justice is used by Low and Gleeson, 1998:
2; in addition to this term, the term “ecological justice” is also used, thereby
explaining that “they are really two aspects of the same relationship”).

The debate on environmental justice, which is naturally related to the pos-
tulate of sustainable development of modern society, is sharply opposed by
the positions of materialism and consumerism, while questioning the con-
cept of globalization unilaterally leaning on the rough economism (Atkinson,
2013: 20). Much of the infrastructure and consumption patterns of ‘highly
developed’ countries are based on unsustainably high levels of resource use.
From a sustainable development perspective, ‘developed countries’ may be
viewed not only as unsustainable, but paradoxically also less ‘developed’
than we often portray them (Haugestad, Wulfhorst, 2004: IX). The devel-
oped countries may require some patience from the rest of the world. ‘Limits
to growth’ at a global ecology level was framed as a relatively new concept
30-40 years ago. But, more than 30 years after the first UN conference on
‘the human environment’ in Stockholm — which put resource limits to growth
high on the agenda — mainstream infrastructural solutions in most wealthy
countries are still unnecessarily resource-intensive.

Environmental justice has two rational aspects: equitable distribution of
nature between humans and equitable relations between humans and the
rest of nature (s. Lilic, Drenovak-Ivanovic, 2014: 45; O’'Gorman, 2017: 435).
Above the level of this understanding runs a very lively theoretical dis-
course on the issue of non-human organisms and parts of nature as re-
cipients of distributive justice. It calls into question the Kant’s classical
conception on man as an autonomous and moral being, which limits the
circle of morality, politics, and the law of relations between people as the
sole subjects of rights. In a modernized form this concept is represented
today by Rawls and other protagonists of the notion of exclusively anthro-
pocentric based “sphere of justice” (s. Nozick, 1974: 28).

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The concept of environmental justice, in the context of respect for funda-
mental human rights, is focused on distributive justice among individuals
as social beings, who enjoy human rights and enjoy specific social condi-
tions, in interaction with other individuals and the environment around
them. Individuals, in their communities, create goods in connection with
nature and its change (construction of dams, roads, artificial lakes, land
conversion, etc.), which are put into general use and thus become public
goods. With regard to all goods that are of general importance to all mem-
bers of the social community, the key determinant of the sociability of
human rights requires the exclusion of any monopoly on them. Prevention
of such a monopoly can be achieved if access to common goods becomes
the subject of rules of distributive justice for various areas of social life,
including the goods that make up the environment (see Walzer, 1983: 17).

An important limitation of the reductive approach to distributive justice,
as a fair satisfaction of the interests of existing members of the social
community, is the introduction of the concept of intergenerational justice,
based on the ecocentric philosophical paradigm of humane and sustain-
able social development. Of paramount importance is the maturation of
skepticism towards the economic dogma of growth and development at all
costs, mainly by exploiting natural resources under any conditions.

The concept of environmental distributive justice is based on three pos-
tulates. First, it is expressed as a demand for an impartial distribution
of public goods, based on the social contract of the current generation
(Rawls, 1973: 302). Second, because of the understanding of environmen-
tal justice as an integrative notion, the distribution of public goods should
respect the legitimate interests of future generations. And third, the con-
cept of distributive justice implies an equitable relationship between man
and the natural resources (living and non-living world) that surround him.
Although non-human organisms or the inanimate world are not moral en-
tities, they should be considered to have inherent requirements for proper
human behavior (Baxter, 2005:4).

The concept of environmental justice encompasses concerns for distrib-
utive, corrective and procedural justice (Ebbesson, Okowa, 2009:4). It is
most commonly divided into two (distributive justice, procedural justice)
or three (complementary: justice as recognition) basic patterns. Distrib-
utive justice defines the distribution of goods or bads in terms of harms
and risks. The evaluation of distributive justice often follows quantitative,
statistical approaches, e.g. measuring air quality in the neighbourhood of

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industrial production facilities and analysing particularly polluted parts
of the city while at the same time taking into account the social structure
of the affected neighborhood (Walker 2012: 10). Procedural justice in the
sense of a broad, inclusive and democratic decision-making procedure is
defined as a tool or even a prerequisite for achieving distributive justice
(ibid: 47). Justice as recognition as a third separate, but closely connected
concept focuses in particular on the consideration of potentially affected
persons or groups of persons and their claim-making. It was introduced
into the debate by Schlosberg, defining recognition both as subject and
as condition of justice. He has offered a most holistic explanation, defin-
ing environmental justice as having four aspects: the fair distribution of
environmental goods and harm; the recognition of human and non-human
interests in decision-making and distribution; the existence of delibera-
tive and democratic participation; and the building of capabilities among
individuals, groups and nonhuman parts of nature. He starts from the the-
sis that justice is not only—and not even primarily—about securing a fair
distribution of goods. Treating others justly also involves recognizing their
membership in the moral and political community, promoting the capa-
bilities needed for their functioning and flourishing, and ensuring their
inclusion in political decision-making. The theory and practice of environ-
mental justice necessarily includes distributive conceptions of justice, but
must also embrace notions of justice based in recognition, capabilities,
and participation and relations between human communities and non-hu-
man nature (Schlosberg, 2007:145).

The concept of environmental justice has been classified as four-fold (Ko-
pnina, 2014: 2). The first conception refers to inequitable distribution of
environmental burdens such as hazardous and polluting industries to vul-
nerable groups such as ethnic minorities or the economically disadvan-
taged populations. The second conception refers to the developed and de-
veloping countries’ unequal exposure to environmental risks and benefits,
such as the consequences of climate change. The third aspect of environ-
mental justice is intergenerational justice, commonly conceived as justice
between present and future generations of human beings. This conception
is largely based on the Brundland report’s famous formulation of sustain-
able development as ‘development that meets the needs of the present
generations without compromising the ability of future generations to
meet their own needs’ (Report of the World Commission on Environment
and Development: Our Common Future 1987).
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Environmental justice is in itself a controversial idea for many philoso-
phers, especially when placed in an intergenerational context, which im-
plies a special relationship between present and future generations in
linking their interests (Hiskes, 2009: 2). In the philosophical tradition from
Aristotle until today, the prevailing view is that justice is characterized by
a kind of reciprocity (do ut des), which can hardly be defined as reciproc-
ity between present and future generations. In a literal sense, reciprocity
would mean that the present generations have the right to use nature for
their own purposes, but also the duty to preserve it for future generations.
But future generations? For them we can assume that they will have such
a right and duty towards those who come after them, but not towards the
existing generations. Is there a moral basis for the request to preserve the
whole nature, without any interventions, for future generations and, for
that purpose, to deprive the existing generations of any conveniences in
its use? It can be considered as presumed or “reflexive reciprocity” in the
imagined convergence of the present and the future.

The subject of great debates is the concept of environmental justice, which
involves the so-called biospheric egalitarianism, focused on other species
independent of their instrumental value for humans and refers to justice
between human and non-human species (Baxter, 2005, 43). The problem
with living and non-living worlds as elements of the environmental justice
community is that they cannot be subjects of moral and legal duties and
rights. This does not mean that we can directly wrong nonsentient enti-
ties or that we have duties to them, but rather that they can give us moral
reasons to choose one course of action over others. Their value can count
in our considerations and, in some cases, may place constraints on what
we can do in the name of justice. Second, entities can be afforded legal
protection without those entities being the bearers of moral rights. All of
this is to say that dropping justice talk for nonsentient life and ecosystems
does not entail denying their value, ignoring them in our moral and polit-
ical thinking, or leaving them vulnerable to abuse and neglect by humans
(Pepper, 2018: 17).

Eco(bio)centrism as a philosophical basis
of environmental justice

The inauguration of the new environmental constitutionalism on the prin-
ciples of environmental justice presupposes a turn in the dominant philo-
sophical and legal categories of the subjects of rights, their protection, as
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well as the principles on which the concept of liability for environmental
rights is based. As a counterpoint to the technological dimension of eco-
nomic development, the main preoccupation of ecocentric philosophy, as
a synthetic projection of the future is the maintenance and promotion of
the right to life and, on that basis, the humane and sustainable develop-
ment of society. Unlike the ruling anthropocentric approach, ecocentric
philosophical thought develops new social and moral arguments, on which
the political and legal paradigm of environmental justice can be based, on
the idea of an eco(bio)centric ecumenism in which non-human organisms,
ie parts of living and non-living nature, are members of the community of
justice and recipients of distributive environmental justice.

Its goal is to promote new values, moral attitudes that meet the require-
ments of the new post-industrial era. Such knowledge implies a redefini-
tion of the relationship between anthropocentric and biocentric ethics, on
which the new ethics of responsibility should be based (terms introduced
by the discussions of Leopold, Gallicott et al. for the so-called “earthly”
and “central” philosophy; s. Marjanovi¢, 2011: 527). In response to the
demands of its time, the new concept of ecocentric (biocentric) philosophy
in the whole center sets the postulate of responsibility for the state of
humanity, the perspectives of future generations and the whole of nature
and life in general as an indispensable condition for human existence. It is
a holistic approach, which views life as a whole that constitutes the bio-
logical and moral community, and the right to life of all living world - flora
and fauna in any form, even the material world which is a condition for life,
as an ecocentric axis of politics, law, morality and the overall value sys-
tem. On this understanding is laid the basic human right to life in dignity,
which is much more than the inviolable right to a healthy environment,
and includes all components of quality of life in the full sense of the word.

Biocentrism opens up a whole new perspective on basic categories of the
law, which are closely related to the status of human rights. Of particular
importance is the idea of positioning of prospective responsibility as a
new categorical notion of responsibility, different from today’s ruling ret-
rospective responsibility. The second is responsibility for what a person
has done by violating his duties. It is different from prospective responsi-
bility, which is the responsibility of the individual for what he was obliged
to do, for the offspring, for what may appear in the future. Jonas (in his
1979 book “The Principle of Responsibility”) starts from the view that only
metaphysics can develop the speculative basis of the “transcendental or

metaphysical duty of the individual for the existence of people on Earth
in the future, embodiments of this human genus under those conditions
of existence that still allow the realization of the idea of man” (Jonas,
1984: 292). He identifies the idea of man with the idea of freedom, so
that the core of the ethics of responsibility is the sense of responsibility
and freedom, which should lead the individual to a clear opposition to
destructive or totalitarian concepts of the future, developed on any basis
(economic, military, political, etc.). In that sense, ethical responsibility is
not only about maintaining the human species, but also the entire living
and non-living world, which is a condition for maintaining life on earth. It
also includes the maintenance of the institutions of the human cultural tra-
dition that are unsurpassed achievements. Just as the continuity of human
existence, the common life of young and old generations, expresses the
coexistence of members of different ages, so in a broader, cultural sense,
cultural tradition signifies the coexistence of past cultural achievements
and traditional ethics and the emergence of new cultural and ethical val-
ues (s. Sar¢evi¢, 2005: 28).

That postulate is the starting point for the claim for individual responsi-
bility as a necessary component of solidarity and obligation to actively
participate in the collective activities of humanity, developed as inter-
individual and international responsibility. Every individual is obliged to
anticipate the negative consequences of his actions and is responsible for
them, according to the new “environmental imperative” which reads: “act
so that the consequences of your actions will be consistent with the per-
manence of real human life on earth” (Jonas). Bioethics does not exclude
retrospective responsibility, but only adds new ethical obligations to the
existing ones, including the obligation for absolute respect for life, free-
dom and other human values (Calicott, 1999:124).

Ecocentric philosophy as the basis of the legal model of environmental
justice implies equal treatment of all participants in distributive justice
and impartial resolution of their conflicts over the use of the environment.
It is achieved through the harmonious acceptance of the following reason-
able rules: everything that endangers vital interests, everything that cre-
ates unjust privileges for one in relation to others, as well as everything
that endangers public goods or means failing to protect them should be
rejected. These rules should be guaranteed by strict constitutional and
institutional guarantees (Barry, 1999:67).
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The responsibility of the individual for the consequences of his actions
imposes a requirement for its strict legal regulation, but on different prin-
ciples, from those on which the retrospective individual responsibility acts
- for what the individual according to his social role was obliged to foresee
as a consequence of his actions and to prevent it. In the field of environ-
mental justice, which is closest to the concept of prospective responsi-
bility, determining the responsible “roles” of individuals, their rights and
duties, as well as the actions they take or miss, should take solid forms
and contents through appropriate amendments to the criminal, civil and
administrative legislation.

Instruments of environmental justice: environmental
constitutionalism and rule of law

Environmental constitutionalism is today becoming the main postulate of
the idea of environmental justice, as a requirement that implies raising the
level of basic constitutionally guaranteed right to a healthy environment
as an emanation of the right to life, as well as constitutional mechanisms
and guarantees for its respect and protection. With its primary guarantee
function, the constitution must not only proclaim the values of an envi-
ronmentally just society, but also fix the processes and institutions for its
realization. The achievement of such a goal can be achieved, in addition to
the protection of the right to a healthy environment, primarily by provid-
ing constitutionally guaranteed rights to information and participation of
citizens in the adoption of laws and constitutionally guaranteed right of
citizens to judicial protection of the environmental rights.

Environmental constitutionalism is a relatively recent phenomenon at the
confluence of constitutional law, international law, human rights, and en-
vironmental law. It embodies the recognition that the environment is a
proper subject for protection in constitutional texts and for vindication
by constitutional courts worldwide (s. May, Daly, 2019: 7). It is variable,
encompassing substantive rights, procedural rights, directive policies,
reciprocal duties, or combinations of these and other qualities. Environ-
mental procedural rights normally involve requirements for environmen-
tal assessment, access to information, or rights to petition or participate.
Environmental constitutionalism is pervasive and profound: it furthers the
possibilities of constitutional reformation, notions of intergenerational
equity, legislative responses to environmental challenges, and the need
for policy decisions to be made through open and inclusive processes. En-
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vironmental constitutionalism also serves as a proxy for social compacts
with present and future generations. While imperfect and imprecise, it
gives judges additional tools for advancing social and environmental jus-
tice under the rule of law.

Since the Stockholm Declaration of 1972 linking human rights and environ-
mental protection, in what has been called an environmental rights “revo-
lution”, most countries have adopted provisions addressing environmental
matters in some way in their constitutions, expressly or implicitly recog-
nizing some kind of fundamental right to a quality environment. Some
constitutions recognize specific rights concerning water, sustainability,
nature, public trust and climate change. About two-thirds (126) of the
constitutions in force address natural resources in some fashion, includ-
ing water (63), land (62), fauna (59), minerals and mining (45), flora (42),
biodiversity or ecosystem services (35), soil/sub-soil (34), air (28), nature
(27) (ibid., 19). Approximately three dozen countries in the last thirty years
have constitutionalized procedural rights in environmental matters as a
means of complementing or supplementing other constitutional, legisla-
tive, and regulatory norms. An exemplary model for such constitutional
solutions is the French Constitution, which incorporates the 2004 Charter
of the Environment. The Charter guarantees that “every person has the
right, under conditions and limits defined by law, to access information
relative to the environment that is held by government authorities and to
participate in the development of public decisions having an impact on the
environment.”

It is very important that the biocentric environmental constitutionalism
addressing nature appears as constitutionally guaranteed governmental
duties or substantive rights of nature. Germany’s constitution, forinstance,
requires the government to protect “the natural bases of life and the ani-
mals within the framework of the constitutional order by legislation, and
in accordance with law and justice, by executive and judicial power” (the
postulate of environmental sustainability: “we do not inherit the Earth
from our ancestors: we borrow it from our children.”). Since the concept
was first promoted as a single-sentence principle of international law at
the Stockholm Conference in 1972, it is now a common if not ubiquitous
feature in legal expressions at the international, national and subnational
levels, culminating in 17 Sustainable Development Goals the United Na-
tions (UN) established in 2015, to be achieved by 2030.
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The next emanation of the postulate of environmental constitutionalism
- rule of law, imposes the integralist understanding of law in general as
a synthesis of ideas, values and principles of law, the system of positive
legal norms, application of norms and fair court rulings in specific cases
relating to environmental protection.

The environmental constitutionalism is alive to the extent that constitu-
tional principles and norms have been translated into legal reality through
the consistent application of the rule of law. This is not the case with coun-
tries in transition, where the application of this principle is at a very low
level. Some of them are already members of the EU and closer to its stand-
ards of environmental justice, while others still face the basic problems
of the rule of law, overshadowed by the problems of environmental pro-
tection due to captured institutions and the imposition of priorities and
policies exclusively from the positions of from the position of the struggle
for power of political elites (Stec, 2009: 173). In these countries, the issue
of environmental justice becomes a matter of redefining the relationship
between the individual and the government, in which the protection of
nature from unrelenting urges for its destruction by uncontrolled govern-
ment becomes a paradigm of the pursuit of democracy, legitimacy of gov-
ernment and rule of law.

The constitutionalization of the right to a healthy environment, as a com-
plementary element of the protection of the right to life, has already be-
come a regular practice. But its poor implementation is due to disrespect
for the rule of law (Boyd, 2012:12). This can only be partially offset by
greater judicial activism, which from another side in the absence of legis-
lation can grow into judicial arbitrariness For these reasons, the promotion
of the principle of the rule implies, among other things, passing the legit-
imate laws enacted for the common good, guided by the idea of justice
for all. In light of these requirements, the analysis of environmental leg-
islation in our region points to a number of weaknesses, the most notable
of which is the reductionist approach to defining the environment as the
physical environment of man, excluding respect for the intergenerational
aspect of environmental justice. Not coincidentally, the weakest point in
the existing laws is the absence of regulation on strategic medium and
long-term planning, with the necessary legal instruments and guarantees
that the adopted plans will not remain blank sheets of paper.

The effective prevention of abuses of power and crime in the environ-
mental sphere, as part of the rule of law postulate, is also crucial to the
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concept of environmental justice. This is highlighted by the fact that there
is a widespread prevalence of illegality in environmental protection, which
goes almost to the absence of any control over the application and the
existing laws.

Judicialization of environmental justice

Environmental constitutionalism is likely to be more effective when it is
selfexecuting - that is, when it does not require interceding legislative ac-
tion. Provisions are more likely to be held to be self-executing when they
appear alongside other constitutional rights, for example, in a constitu-
tion’s “Bill of Rights,” or listing of fundamental rights or when they clearly
indicate that the matter is a “right.” The constitutions of the majority of
nations that have adopted substantive environmental rights seem to clas-
sify them as self-executing. Countries in Central and Eastern Europe have

led the way in this regard, including the countries in our region, but the

enforceability of the constitutional provisions seems to be conditioned on
state action or implementation, rendering such rights unenforceable until
executed by the state. There are no effective constitutional mechanisms
for the protection of citizens’ rights in the event that state bodies fail to
perform their duties in relation to environmental protection.

Realistic prospects for the realization of the concept of environmental
justice are opened by the growing activism of the constitutional courts
which, through a creative interpretation of constitutional principles and
provisions on the protection of the environment, expands the space for
constitutional control of laws and for the current application of interna-
tional standards in domestic legislation. The leading independent environ-
mental rights cases come from Central Europe where constitutional courts
have been enthusiastic enforcers of textually explicit environmental pro-
visions, or constitutional provisions that direct the government to protect
the environment as a matter of duty or policy. But, constitutional courts in
the majority of countries are engaged in the protection of environmental
rights episodically, so that many constitutionally guaranteed rights remain
in the status of ,dormant” environmental rights. The constitutional judi-
ciary in our region remains in such a passive position in preventing severe
environmental devastation in the sphere of urbanism and construction, ex-
ploitation of water, forests and mineral resources, covered by the adoption
of laws, spatial planning plans etc.
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Access to justice and judicial protection of the right to a healthy environ-
ment before the regular courts are the most neuralgic elements of envi-
ronmental justice policy. Access to justice means first and foremost the
protection of the right to a healthy environment in administrative pro-
ceedings, due to the fact that the administration, ie public services, are
competent to make decisions and resolve various issues related to obtain-
ing permits, prescribing bans and other actions. The analysis of the formal
competencies and practices of public administration in our region point
to the conclusion that there are a number of weaknesses, that make the
system of administrative and administrative-judicial protection of cen-
tral rights completely inefficient (for North Macedonia s.Analiza, 2021; on
the Serbian system of administrative and judicial protection s.Lilic, Dren-
ovak-Ivanovic, 2014: 39). The performance of administrative functions,
especially the functions of inspections and administrative courts, is far
below the Recommendation R (2004) 20 of the Committee of Ministers of
the Council of Europe to the Member States on the minimum criteria for its
organization and action (procedures, decisions, reports, etc.) and judicial
review of administrative acts. Unlike the solution in our laws, according to
the Recommendation, both individual and general legal acts of the admin-
istrative bodies are considered administrative acts, as well as the physical
actions undertaken by the administration during the exercise of its pow-
ers, which may affect the legal interests of natural and legal persons. On
the other hand, the judicial control of the legality of the administrative
acts, according to the Recommendation, also refers to situations when the
administrative body, contrary to the legal obligation, refuses or fails to
take appropriate action.

The latest trend in the national legal systems of promoting the concept of
environmental justice is the recognition of the right of citizens to access
justice and submission of effective legal remedies to administrative and
judicial bodies for protection of the right to a healthy environment. In that
direction are the principles of human rights and environment of the UN
from 2018 (s.Schall, 2008: 417).

European Convention on human rights and the Charter of Fundamental
Rights of the European Union are designed to provide a general protec-
tion of the environment as such and do not expressly guarantee a right to
a sound, quiet and healthy environment. They indirectly offer a certain de-
gree of protection, as demonstrated by the evolving case-law of the ECtHR.
The Court has increasingly examined complaints in which individuals have
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argued that a breach of one of their Convention rights has resulted from
adverse environmental factors (s. Manual, 2012:7).. The Court has already
identified in its case-law issues related to the environment which could af-
fect the right to life (Article 2), the right to respect for private and family
life as well as the home (Article 8), the right to a fair trial and to have access
to a court (Article 6), the right to receive and impart information and ideas
(Article 10), the right to an effective remedy (Article 13) and the right to the
peaceful enjoyment of one’s possessions (Article 1 of Protocol No. 1).

Our systems of justice are far below these standards. The constitutions
prescribe the right of every person to a healthy environment and the obli-
gation of the state to provide conditions for exercising this right, but this
proclamation has no decisive reflection in the laws. The laws allow ini-
tiating an administrative dispute before the administrative court follow-
ing a previous administrative procedure on appeal, in case of violation of
the rights of information and participation of citizens in decision-making.
But in fact, the rights of the citizens remain without effective protection
- it is realized before the administrative courts, which are not courts in
the real sense, because as a rule they do not decide in contradictory and
transparent procedure and do not make meritorious decisions (practice of
Macedonian administrative courts), so that none of their judgments would
pass the ECtHR test, conducted on the basis of Article 6 of the ECHR (the
requirement of an “independent and impartial tribunal” and “a fair and
adversarial procedure”).

In several countries the environment is protected through the constitution
(Bulgarian constitution, the constitution of Poland, the constitution of the
Slovak Republic, the Serbian constitution, the Macedonian constitution,
the constitution of Slovenia, etc.). Most countries have developed either
framework legislation often defining basic principles of environmental
protection and/or they have enacted a number of specific legislationsin the
main environmental sectors (s. Manual, 2012: 162). In more and more leg-
islations, various solutions are being adopted regarding access to justice
and judicial protection of the right to a healthy environment. For example,
in Belgium not only individuals but also NGOs have various possibilities of
obtaining access to justice through both judicial and administrative pro-
cedures. Generally, to have a standing in the Belgian Courts the applicant
needs to prove that he or she has an interest in his or her claim. Similar to
Belgium, NGOs in Switzerland are entitled to access justice claiming a vio-
lation of the environmental legislation. The Hungarian Act on the General
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Rules of Environmental Protection provides that natural and legal persons
and unincorporated entities are entitled to participate in non-regulatory
procedures concerning the environment. The Act, in addition, contains the
idea of actio popularis stating that “in the event the environment is being
endangered, damaged or polluted, organisations are entitled to intervene
in the interest of protecting the environment” which includes filing a law-
suit against the user of the environment.

In the last decade, the right of access to justice and judicial protection of
rights has begun to take effect in a number of countries, with the accept-
ance before the regular courts of lawsuits from citizens or NGOs not only
lawsuits based on claims for injury or specific material or non-material
damage (damage to health, property damage), but also for causing general
danger or creating an opportunity to endanger the environment by taking
illegal actions of private persons, actions of competent authorities, or not
taking measures to protect the environment.

The precise regulation of the duties of the competent bodies creates an
opportunity for wide opening of the doors of the regular judiciary for law-
suits from citizens and non-governmental environmental organizations
before the regular courts. The courts face the need for specialization of
judges, as well as the establishment of special departments for environ-
mental justice, following the reputation of the Swedish environmental
courts, established by the Swedish Environmental Code of 1999 (courts act
in a specially regulated procedure, which, according to one Swedish judge,
is characterized by the following difference from criminal, civil or adminis-
trative court decisions: they make decisions not about what happened, but
about what could or would happen in the future). The Environmental Code
of Sweden is comprehensive legislation giving environmental courts both
civil and administrative jurisdiction and a range of enforcement powers
(Bjallds, 2010: 178). There are five regional environmental courts which
are connected to the five district courts of the civil justice system. There
is one superior environmental court, the Environmental Court of Appeal.
The regional courts are connected to district (civil) courts and the Envi-
ronmental Court of Appeal is a division of the Court of Appeal in Stock-
holm. The courts have power to review and rule on both the legality and
the merits of decisions made by regional boards and by local authorities.
Beginning in May 2011, the Environmental Courts have become Land and
Environment Courts and also decide cases that arise from the application
of the Act of Planning and Building, including review of local land use
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plans and building permits. The courts have more power than do ordinary
civil courts to prioritize very urgent cases. (s.Stec, 2009:180).

The numbers of environmental courts and tribunals have been increasing
tremendously in the twenty-first century in various countries. An analy-
sis concerning the origin and development, standing, the composition of
judges, the litigation costs of the Sweden environmental courts will be
revealing and beneficial for the bettering of the national environmental
courts systems. One of the problems in developing the concept of judicial
protection of the right to a healthy environment - the identification of
the victim of its violation as a condition for obtaining the status of active
party (plaintiff) in administrative-court or court proceedings, begins to be
overcome thanks to the recent development of victimology as a science
of the victim. That, together with the expansion of the notion of “victim”,
which includes collective victim, also expands the notion of “environmen-
tal damage” in terms of not only a specific injury or threat, but also the
general degradation of the ecological balance, regardless of whether it is
a consequence caused by actions envisaged as criminal offenses or civil
tort. The consequence of their acceptance is the opening of the value is-
sue for determining normative criteria according to which it can be judged
whether any intervention in nature or the ecosystem is “harmful” and con-
stitutes an abuse of power, as well as emphasizing the need for a new
conceptualization of the notions of environmental damage.

Conclusion

The introduction of the concept of environmental justice in our legal systems
is an imperative of the principle of protection of the right to life as a funda-
mental, natural and inviolable right. With all its implications - constitutionali-
sation of the right to life in the healthy environment, embedding environmen-
tal rights in the national policy and legal framework, consistent application
of the rule of law, establishing citizen control over potentially harmful en-
vironmental activities, requiring environmental impact assessments, secur-
ing public participation and access to information on environmental matters,
making environmental rights judiciable and the environment a public concern
- the postulates of ecological justice, and eco(bio)centric philosophies of law
must become the initiators of deep legal and institutional reforms.

Their implementation will be paid for by sacrifice of the current system of
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oligarchic rule of society and of the captured state, but it is the only way
in which the right to life will receive its full dignified and humane content.

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HEALTHY ENVIRONMENT AND ECOLOGICAL JUSTICE
- MYTH OR REALITY?

(abstract)

Starting from the dilemma contained in the title of the paper, from all that
has been elaborarted, the conclusion is that pollution is a reality, but a
healthy environment and effective judicial protection are still just a myth.

Theabsenceofacomprehensivelegally bindinginstrumentforenvironmental
protection at the global level, which greatly contributes to non-compliance
with legislation at the state level, underdeveloped monitoring and control
mechanisms, directly leads to a lack of accountability of the states.

Efforts to overcome many open issues and dilemmas have led some
countries to introduce specific legislation on environmental liability, such
as the German Environmental Liability Act (Umwelthaftungsgesetz) of
1990.

The current situation in North Macedonia is devastating and it is quite
justified for citizens or citizens’ associations to start submitting
applications to the ECtHR in Strasbourg.

Judicial protection will not be possible until the competencies are
differentiated, which is necessary due to the constitutional nature of
the right to a healthy environment. Different interpretations lead to the
conclusion that it is necessary to have a model of Environmental lawsuit
as action popularis for both the prevention of presumed damage and the
damage already incurred, with pre-clarified criteria for causality and the
evidence to be attached.

Its introduction will also facilitate the plaintiffs in determining the merits
of the lawsuit. The environmental lawsuit should be located in the civil
court within the disputes over the fundamental rights and obligations of
man and citizen, which will seek to establish a violation of law, not to
establish facts.

LEGAL INSTRUMENTS FOR ENVIRONMENTAL
PROTECTION

Abstract

Providing conditions for environmental protection and improvement in order
toexercisecitizens' righttoahealthy environment are measures and activities
of public interest, and the Republic of Northern Macedonia, municipalities,
the city of Skopje, and municipalities in the city of Skopje, as well as all legal
entities and individuals, are responsible for their realization and respect. In
the areas of environment, biodiversity, and other natural resources, as well
as the protection of the ozone layer and the protection from the negative
impact on the climate system, all entities are responsible for the protection
and promotion of the quality and condition of the environment, i.e. soil,
water, and air; in the areas of environment, biodiversity, and other natural
resources, as well as the protection of the ozone layer and the protection
from the negative impact of man on the climate system.

In the Republic of North Macedonia there are numerous laws and regulations
that cover almost all aspects of the environment, although some of them
are assessed as outdated and inappropriate for the current situation in
the country. Another general weakness of the legal framework for the
environment is the lack of its implementation as a result of the institutional
division of the state bodies responsible for implementation, the insufficient
staff and technical resources in the administration and inspection services
at the local level. All environmental legislation is under review.

Despite the ongoing process of adopting new laws or amending existing laws
on specific areas of environmental protection, many questions remain open
in key areas and strategic goals and policies, further in terms of timeliness
in the adoption of bylaws governing aspects of environment, financing,
environmental awareness and public participation, waste management, air
quality control, water management, industry and spatial planning.

SUMMARY

It seems that a number of ministers (unfortunately the number is not that
small) have no political will to implement real reforms in their areas, espe-
cially when it comes to the implementation of the Government’s decisions
and conclusions which are directly related with the reform of the public
sector.

Of course, the reform of the public sector / administration would benefit,
ultimately, the citizens of the Republic of North Macedonia, which should
be a priority, but also the Government which is investing a lot of efforts
to integrate the country in NATO and to start the accession negotiation
process with the European Union. Namely only a competent, capable, ser-
vice-oriented, efficient, democratic and market oriented (Copenhagen
Principles) public administration would lead us a step closer to the Eu-
ro-Atlantic integrations and would bring the Government hope for a sec-
ond term.

On the contrary, if the public sector / administration is not reformed suc-
cessfully, the Republic of North Macedonia will further on be the “dark
zone” on the Balkan when it comes to the democratic development, i.e. on
a “dead end street” on its path to the EU.

At the very end, we could summarize:

» there definitely is a need for a reform;
» there are no sufficient capacities to implement the reform;

» political will is only declared, however the politicians’ actions do
not correspond with their declarations;

» time goes by and now is perhaps not the time to initiate serious
servos since the Government's term is in its second half.

CHANGE MANAGEMENT IN EDUCATION:
EXAMPLES FROM BULGARIA'”?

he focus of this article is on change management in education. The

goal is firstly to mark a frame of innovative concepts and theories

of change management, which could be further employed in orga-
nizing and leading reforms and achieving larger transformation in educa-
tion. Secondly, to expand the leadership capacity of people responsible for
managing education and local and regional labour markets in delivering
practical tips and tools on how they can successfully lead organizational
change initiatives so as to reduce the mismatches between skills and pro-
fessions and the distances between educational outputs and the needs of
the labour market. After a short overview of theoretical and methodolog-
ical conceptualizations of the process of change management, the article
presents some examples from Bulgaria to illustrate the mismatch between
certain professions and qualifications in demand on the domestic labour
market and their insufficient supply on the part of the education system.
The text outlines some recommendations on how to organize and manage
the change of the educational system in order to meet the requirements of
the entrepreneurs and the expectations of young talents to find appropri-
ate professional development in Bulgaria’3.

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Change management: the concept

The definition suggests that progress means change, and that the future
is marked by evolution and continuous improvement (McLean, Antony &
Dahlgaard 2015)'4. But change is not always comfortable and acceptable.
Although it is very useful for organizations, it may challenge the organiza-
tion’s routine, people’s assumptions, and the everyday practices and ways
in which they habitually do and see things. Hence, change management
requires finding the fine balance between the organization’s efficiency
and people's comfort and further development.

Change requires a serious analysis of past and current developments,
while taking into consideration the larger picture of future perspectives
and eventual results. And because educational efforts and outcomes are
always turned to the future, change could be an immanent characteristic
of educational systems across the globe.

In speaking about organizational change, we should differentiate between
the “process”, or change model, an organization will follow and the “tran-
sition”, or the effective impact of a change effort (Bridges 1991). Although
there are different understandings, and many definitions, of change man-
agement, two main approaches can be distinguished: one is more focused
on organization, and the other is more oriented to people. If “change man-
agement” is seen as a systematic process, this means it is a formal process
implementing a methodical approach to and application of knowledge. In
this case, change management requires the definition and adaptation of
corporate/organizational strategies, engagement of available structures,
(further) development of existing procedures or the creation of new ones,
and implementation of innovative technologies to deal with change stem-
ming from internal and external conditions. In the other pool is the under-
standing of change management as a means of transitioning people. Here,
change management is a critical part of any project that leads, manages,
and enables people to accept new processes, technologies, systems, struc-
tures, and values. It is the set of activities that helps people transition

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from their present way of working to the desired way of working and be-
having or to shift to another mindset.

For the purposes of this article I will combine these main approaches. I
use a strategic change management definition (Duin 2007) and under-
stand it as a process of managing change in a structured, thoughtful way
in order to meet organizational goals, objectives, and missions. Change is
necessary in order for organizations to continue to thrive, meet and exceed
the competition of the competitors but also to invest in their employees’
skills and qualifications and thus achieve better market positions. Hence,
change management is a structured approach to transitioning individuals,
teams, and organizations from a current state to a desired future state, to
fulfill or implement a vision and strategy. It is an organizational process
aimed at empowering the people involved to accept and embrace reforms
in their current environment'’>,

Change management in education, educational organizations
and environments

Like any other system, education has inputs, processes, outputs and out-
comes. Inputs include resources such as teachers, buildings, equipment,
books, digital platforms, etc. These inputs go through a process in which
they are mixed (input mix), combined and/or moved along to achieve re-
sults*’. Educational outputs are tangible results produced by processes in
the system, such as enrolments, graduations, accreditations and learning
achievements. Another category of educational outcomes consists in ben-
efits such as skills, qualifications, professions for the students, their fam-
ilies and/or the society at large. In the context of strategic management,
education systems should be analyzed and thought of in terms of their
relevance, efficiency, effectiveness, impact and sustainability: For exam-
ple, one may raise the question as to whether the inputs to the education
system are relevant to the needs of the economy and the labour market,
to what extent the processes are efficiently driven, and how well the an-
ticipated outputs are effectively produced. Outcomes should be weighed
in terms of their impact and sustainability. Thus, change can affect some
particular, or all, dimensions of education systems and should actually be

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viewed in terms of improved relevance, efficiency, effectiveness, impact
and sustainability of education inputs and outputs, and outcomes to the
labour markets, to the economic growth or the wealth of the entire society.

In general, senior educational experts and managers of education insti-
tutions, support staff and administration, are largely positive about the
need for change and are prevalently optimistic about their capacity to deal
with it”7. At the same time, they recognize that the amount, scope and
pace of change in education have increased in recent years. Overburdening
- the perception that there are too many reform initiatives on one hand and
lack of time on the other - is seen as the main barrier to implementing and
sustaining change in education (Jeleva & Nakova 2019).

Support for change in education could depend on different forms of net-
working and collaboration between educational institutions and other
stakeholders facing similar challenges. As evident from the EDU-LAB proj-
ect results'’®, the external stakeholders may support change processes and
initiatives in higher education for different reasons. Certainly, however,
enhanced dialogue between all interested parties is an important way to
jointly learn about change; it increases the chances of implementing re-
forms deemed necessary for various reasons.

Along with the support of the stakeholders, who are not expected to sabo-
tage change, the most important preconditions for successful implementa-
tion and control of the change process are strong and effective leadership
and the clear vision of the educational organization. Further, it is essential
to engage the committed support of the staff and to ensure further in-
volvement of as many stakeholders as possible; this is crucial for success
and is a way of releasing additional capacity to manage change effectively.

According to Banathy (1991), individual and collective adoption of a sys-
tem’s perspective'’? is required for systemic educational reform efforts.

To presentitin a
more sophisticated way, we can say that strategic management is a continuum
of successive stages such as: critical analysis of a system, policy formulation and
appraisal, action planning, management and monitoring, review and evaluation.
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Based on a system'’s perspective and a redefinition of education as a sys-
tem, it is possible to design educational systems that will encourage and
support learning as well as the full development of human potential (ebd.).
The initiators and providers of the systemic change process in education
should help the community develop a vision of their ideal educational sys-
tem; stakeholders must create and take ownership of a shared vision of
the new educational system; and new technology - for instance e-Learning
and digitalization — must be used to facilitate change.

The integration of new information and technology is as much about change
and support for change as it is about innovation, research and new owner-
ship of the educational process and dimensions of education system such
as learning inputs and learning outputs. The commitment is that “without
a high level of support, even the best learning opportunities—either online
or off—will remain unused”. E-Learning infrastructure requirements con-
sist not only in hardware, software, and high-speed connectivity, but also
in “regular maintenance, planned upgrades, specially prepared faculty,
and appropriate participant-instructor ratio” (ebd.). Based on interviews
with 811 technology decision-makers, the National School Boards Founda-
tion of USA (2002) developed guidelines for managers in education; they
should develop a passion for a new vision and new technologies (Jenlink,
Reigeluth, Carr, & Nelson 1996: 23)18°,

Along with the new technologies, the contextual factors may support or
block change efforts because change occurs within a particular context. In
the change process, the human interface plays a key role as either a facili-
tator or a barrier to change. The attitudes and beliefs of people in the edu-
cation institutions shape the culture. Often, innovations and technologies
are not put into practice because they conflict with deeply held internal
images of how the world works — images that limit people to familiar ways
of thinking and acting (Senge 1990)%l. Change is successfully implement-

Experience and lessons learned from implementation, monitoring, and evaluation,
provide feedback for adjusting the current programme or for the next cycle of policy
formulation and action planning.

Practical tips: How to manage the change on the example
of enhancing the attractiveness of professions that are in
shortage on the labour market

Why is it important to discuss this problem?

One of the basic problems of the labour market in recent years is the mis-
balance between the demand for high-skilled labour force in key sectors
of the economy and the supply of human resources possessing those high
skills. In Bulgaria, this problem has been especially visible in the last 15
years and mainly concerns the shortage of engineering and medical staff
in the sectors of machine building, metal processing, electrical technolo-
gy, transport, medicine. Although not in the same sectors, the problem is
also typical for other East European countries®.In recent years, the prob-
lem of the gradual but persistent decrease of attractiveness of a number of
traditional professions - some of which are crucial to the functioning of a
balanced and competitive economy - has been pointed out ever more often
and emphatically*®3. Employers are concerned about the growing discrep-
ancy between supply and demand of labour and the difficulty of finding
qualified specialists for key professions®*.

Do we need a change?

The basic assumption we proceed from is that a given profession may
serve as a point of entry to multiple specific positions needed by separate
enterprises and companies. This might create many opportunities for busi-
nesses to respond to, and counteract against, the shortage of certain pro-

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fessions that the workforce assesses unattractive or very slightly attrac-
tive, or to the mismatch between what businesses are looking for and what
education can deliver. This also permits identifying the potential sources,
i.e., educational and training institutions providing learning material and
staff for these professions.

Within our EDU-LAB project, we developed an e-learning course on change
management in education aimed at solving this problem or at least at propos-
ing some reforms that can lead to desire change!®. We defined “attractiveness
of a profession” as the capacity of an occupation or activity to create lasting
interest, a positive attitude, and active behavioral inclinations for master-
ing this kind of activities through training, and for long-term performance
of these activities aimed at achieving professional realization and income?®e.

What should we analyze before starting the change?

In accordance with the theoretical understanding of change management
as a strategic process, we should start by an analysis. However, the list-
ing of different theoretical conceptions suggests that the discussion on
enhancing the attractiveness of professions demands an analysis of the
whole set of factors working for the attractiveness of a certain profession.
These include: factors influencing the creation of lasting inclinations and
desire to master a certain profession; factors promoting the formation of
sufficiently strong inclinations to exercise the mastered profession; fac-
tors stimulating the formation of inclinations for career development in
a chosen professional field (CEDEFOP 2014: 1, 15, 16, etc.)*®”. We will as-
sume that the enhancement of attractiveness of professions is determined
by two general types of factors: external and internal.

Before starting any change in the listing of the professions and occupa-
tions for which higher education institutions educate young people, we
should study whether the professions exercised by people correspond to
their professional training. In this particular context, we are looking for
the rank of labour in an individual's value system: the higher the value of
labour is ranked in his/her value system, the more attractive that profes-
sion is for him/her. Further, it is important to investigate the adequacy

of goals and tasks of the specific work to socially significant goals. This
means that the setting of concrete, interesting tasks that promote career
development enhances the motivation of the employee and makes the pro-
fession more attractive. The possibility of achieving visible goals in the
company also increases the attractiveness of a certain profession; the op-
portunities for career development through quality performance of tasks
increase personal motivation and the attractiveness of the job. A further
source of increasing attractiveness could be identified by studying the
means of labour used: the more a profession is technologically up to date
and uses modern technologies, the more attractive it is for the workforce.
Also, we should investigate labour outcome, remuneration and other mon-
etary and non-monetary incentives. No less important is the opportunity
of obtaining professional training through courses, seminars, conferences,
etc. In recent years, increasingly important factors are work conditions
and risks to health and safety at work, possibilities for flexible working
hours, and better opportunities to achieve a good work-life balance.

Where we see the change and how to intervene at company level?

The most important source for increasing the attractiveness at company
level is the implementation of new technologies and the possibility for
telework and distance work: the greater the possibilities a profession of-
fers for work at a distance from production spaces or offices, the more
attractive it is'®8. An additional factor that may increase the attractiveness
of certain professions is the proximity of the workplace to the place of
residence: younger people and people without families are more inclined
to accept a job in a settlement different from where they live, while for
people with families and children, work in another settlement creates a
problem - they will be inclined to accept a job proposal in a different pro-
fessional field but that allows them to work in the settlement they prefer.
The reputation of a company is a further factor that might contributes at
the company level: the more respected and established a company, the
more attractive the jobs it offers. The presence, in a given settlement, of
training infrastructure in a certain professional field is also very import-
ant: the choice of profession a person makes is strongly influenced by the
availability in the settlement where he/she lives, of a higher school in the
respective professional field.

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Where we see the change and how to intervene at societal level?

Our studies have shown that the modern quality of a profession is a signif-
icant factor contributing to its attractiveness: this quality is a cumulative
dimension that can be purposely developed and moderated through PR
activity; modern professions are more attractive.

The market value of work outcome can additionally lend attractiveness
to certain professions: when its products/results are more highly valued,
a profession is considered socially significant and hence becomes more
attractive. The prestige attributed to a profession is also very import-
ant. How society ranks the profession can really change the intentions of
young people to study or later on to work in it: the more significant a
profession is for the functioning of society, the higher is its social signif-
icance and, hence, the more attractive it is. Further, carrier development
and the possibility for self-realization in the context of society can add
value to the societal prestige or ranking of professions and occupational
fields: the more opportunities a profession supplies for public and socially
visible realization of personal qualities for the benefit of society, the more
attractive it is.

Where we see the change and how to intervene at a local level?

Our EDU-LAB project definitely underlined the importance of the local
economy structure, its link to the local labour market and its impact on ed-
ucation, especially on educational outputs*®. The choice of a given profes-
sion highly depends on the branch structure of the local economy. There
are several possibilities here. People with families, especially those with
children, are much more likely to seek professional development within
their settlement of residence, and hence professions allowing them to
work in their place of residence are much more attractive for them. Young
people who want to leave their home settlement are much more likely to
intentionally turn to training in professions other than the ones in demand
there; thus, professions and qualifications that are not available in their
home settlement are more attractive for such people.

Next, we investigated that the possibility that independent and creative
work may be decisive as well: for many individuals, the choice of profes-
sion is largely linked to the feeling they can work independently and be

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creative in their job. Hence, the more a given profession allows a creative
and independent approach, the more attractive it is for people with a
strong inclination to creativity and innovative thinking. In addition, the
possibilities for developing mental capacities and intelligence provides in-
centives and motivation: professions that offer possibilities for mental and
intellectual development are highly attractive for people who have an in-
ner need for continuous intellectual development and see their profession
as an opportunity to learn and develop constantly. Last but not least, in
modern, increasingly dynamic, societies, some professions, qualifications
and skills are becoming ever more attractive when they offer possibilities
for flexible performance of different activities for the needs of various
organizational structures; under this model of work, an individual has a
relatively higher degree of freedom to choose his/her employer within a
given professional field. These professions are attractive for young people
who value the possibilities for free choice of employer and organizational
networks

Practical recommendations. How to enhance the
attractiveness of professions in shortage on the labour
market?

Based on our empirical studies under the EDU-LAB project and interviews
with stakeholders from all three groups sensitized to the need to increase
the relevance of higher education to the labour market needs, we can dis-
tinguish the following factors or dimensions of change in education with
regard to the attractiveness of professions at company, society and local
economy levels.

The external factors are those related to essential characteristics of pro-
fessions and employment, and to characteristics of the organization and
processes of work. These factors are largely controlled and managed by
the companies but are equally influenced by the policies and interventions
of local authorities and the state. Thus, the attractiveness of professions
depends on the flexible and skillful management of external factors, on
legislation and regulations affecting the labor market and/or education,
but most of all on their interconnectedness and mutual relevance.

The internal factors are those related to public attitudes, stereotypes and
clichés that impact on the individual and determine his/her assessment of
the attractiveness of a given profession. Under this group of factors, we
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also classify some elements of the organization of production and certain
characteristics of a job that strongly influence individuals’ subjective as-
sessment of the attractiveness of a job and of the respective profession.
Internal factors are only partially subject to management by the compa-
nies and heads of enterprises. They are mostly influenced by state policies
regarding the creation of staff and employment in the respective economic
activity, by attitudes and stereotypes prevailing in society, by traditional
national mental attitudes, and by the degree in which an individual is in-
clined to accept social stereotypes and make them part of his/her outlook
on life.

Successful recommendations should underline skillful management of
external and internal factors, which lead to controlling the degree of at-
tractiveness of professions. The successful management of external fac-
tors greatly depends on the companies and enterprises. Hence, the role of
businesses in making higher education more relevant to the requirement
of the labour market is essential and decisive. As for the internal factors,
their management requires the purposeful combined efforts of the whole
society and conscious, thoughtfully devised policies on the part of the
state and the educational and cultural institutions. Good familiarity with
the external and internal factors enables elaborating practical guidebooks
and questionnaires for professional guidance; these tools offer excellent
possibilities for preliminary self-assessment of the individual's aptitudes
and expectations with regard to the kind of work he/she would perform
willingly and successfully.

Instead of a conclusion: lived experience of stakeholders’' and
transnational cooperation under the EDU-LAB project

Finally, it is obvious that change management in education - in the par-
ticular case of the EDU-LAB project, in higher education — must promote
the quality of education and its greater relevance to the labour market.
The EDU-LAB project gathered a great amount of experience of differ-
ent countries in the field of dual education, more professionally oriented
study programmes, reforms of the higher education system, etc., expe-
rience that was transferred to and shared with other national actors and
institutions. This transfer of knowledge and good practices is especially
valuable for our country, where there is a strong need for change in the
relation between higher education supply and labour market demand. Itis
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important to improve the chances of young people in Bulgaria to find good
jobs but also to acquire the most needed skills and knowledge. It seems
Clear; there is a distinct skills mismatch in Bulgaria. Moreover, young peo-
ple here are widely unsatisfied with the education and competences they
acquire in universities. The best students are leaving Bulgaria and the do-
mestic labour market and are going abroad - most of them never to return.
We are constantly finding these trends confirmed by our studies (EDU-LAB
project webpage)?°. Given this background, it is surprising how little has
been done to achieve better labour market relevance of higher education.
It is a great advantage that EDU-LAB takes a comparative perspective.
Thereby, each country and educational system can be seen in relation with
the others in the Danube region.

As the EDU-LAB objective aimed to bridge the gap between education,
business and politics, and administration by intensifying dialogue be-
tween stakeholders, we were able to participate in an exciting joint in-
tersectoral learning process. We met many representatives of companies,
business organisations and public administration. We learned a lot about
their demand for qualified people and their efforts to find skilled and reli-
able personnel. At the same time - especially in the case of Bulgaria — we
saw no willingness on the part of businesses to finance more profession-
ally oriented study programmes and work-based curricula in the universi-
ties. Changes are happening, but they will take time. Therefore, projects
like EDU-LAB are essential for the effort to develop a new mindset for
cooperation in higher education so that the business sector may assume
a more significant and responsible role for young people's training and
acquirement of new skills and qualifications.

Parte della natura dell'ordine costituzionale in tutte le democrazie liberali
europee, questo triangolo ha ormai guadagnato una dimensione conven-
zionale internazionale. Lo Stato democratico e gli atti giuridici nazionali e
internazionali in questo campo, si appoggiano sullidea che questo trian-
golo di diritti, si rettiffica come il piu significante per U'essere umano e
per le fondamenta e la finalita dell'ordinamento sociale. I valori promossi
dalla libera manifestazione della fede, della liberta della cosicenza e dei

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sentimenti religiosi, si ritengono importanti per il rispetto della dignita’
umana.?*’ Lo sviluppo completo dell'identita della persona umana, non puo
essere completo senza la liberta della manifestazione della fede.?3® Autori
diversi credono che tutto cio, puo essere un fattore importante nell inte-
grazione sociale delle persone. Come altri paesi europei, anche 1'Albania
riconosce che la fenomenologia religiosa € parte integrante di quella dina-
mica sociale che deve essere riconosciuta, rispettata e sostenuta dai pub-
blici poteri.?3® Nel sistema giuridico, l'impatto dei valori religiosi € chiaro
ed importante per la difesa dei beni giuridici. I valori morali che rigene-
rano i documenti religiosi e la toleranza e lintesa religiosa influenzano
direttamente nel rispetto e nella difesa dell'ordine giuridico in Albania. I
rapporti amichevoli e pacifici tra le comunita’ religiose in Albania, hanno
contribuito in continuo alla difesa e allo sviluppo della fede. Questo fa di-
ventare T'Albania, un esempio positivo del dialogo religioso.?*° Per quanto
sopra descritto, & necessaria la “vigilanza”qgiuridica, costituzionale e pe-
nale per difendere ed armonizzare meglio la nostra legislazione, dietro il
profilo europeo.

Siccome viene presentato nell'art. 9 dell CEDU, 1a liberta si manifesta nella
sua dimensione religiosa tramite gli elementi piu essenziali dell identita
dei credenti per il loro concetto sulla vita. Ma quella & 1o stesso un bene
giuridico per gli ateisti, agnosticisti, scettici e indifferenti. La nozione ge-
nerale e che nella Costituzione della Repubblica d’'Albania, risulta impera-
tivo netta la separazione dello Stato dalle comunita religiose. Nell mondo

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1. Il panorama storico della liberta della fede, di coscienza
e dei sentimenti religiosi in Albania

Lo Statuto dello Stato albanese del 1922, predeva che: “Lo Stato non ha una
religione ufficiale. Tutte le religioni sono onorate e la liberta di praticarle
e di esercitarle all’esterno, € garantita”. Tale previsione, testimonia una
profonda riflessione del legislatore costruendo una dimensione di liberta
religiosa come una liberta fondamentale dei cittadini, strettamente lega-
ta al principio della neutralita dello Stato.?** Nel 1967, il governo comu-
nista ha vietato tutte le pratiche religiose ed ha espropriato le proprieta
delle Moschee e delle Chiese Ortodossa e Cattolica. Dopo 1l'emanazione
del 1977, anche nel 1982, continua e si approfondisce ulteriormente 1a re-
gressione l'aggressione alla tutela della liberta di religione. Le attivita e
la propaganda religiosa si trattavano venivano trattate come agitazione e
propaganda contro lo Stato?*? e si prevedeva cio era previsto dall'articolo
55 del Codice Penale della RPSSH.?* I1 periodo della dittatura comunista
mostra chiaramente gli standard anti-democratici della liberta di religio-
ne. In Albania, dal punto di vista storico il rispetto della liberta di religio-
ne, e strettamente legato con il ripristino della democrazia in Albania e gli
sforzi per trasformare la societa albanese in una societa democratica.?*
A differenza del codice penale degli anni precedenti durante la dittatura
che considerava la religione e il suo esercizio come “reato”, le disposizioni
del codice penale in vigore, sottopongono a una tutela speciale qualsiasi
divieto o restrizione dell'esercizio della liberta religiosa.?* La protezione
della liberta religiosa € presente nell'ordinamento costituzionale e penale
della Republica d'Albania, dopo l'appertura dell’Albania verso il fenomeno
religioso, negli ani 90. Con riferimento ai rapporti internazionali in mate-
ria di liberta di religione, possiamo dire che U'Albania dal 1991, “rispetta in

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generale”?* il diritto alla liberta religiosa.?*” Per questo motivo, “rispetta
in generale” & una frase standard utilizzata per descrivere tutti i paesi che
tentano di proteggere 1a liberta religiosa nel senso piu ampio.

2. La nozione della liberta della fede, conscienza e sentimenti
religiosi

I tentativi di concettualizzare 1a liberta di fede, nel suo pieno significato,
hanno avuto una risposta solo da parte della dottrina costituzionale-pe-
nale. La caratteristica principale e commune che deriva dall analisi che fa
la CEDU e 1a Costituzione dell Albania, é che questi sono due atti giuridici
importanti che determinano la liberta di religione come un diritto di cam-
biare 1a fede, completato anche con l'apparenza, dimostrata nella parteci-
pazione e esercitazione nelle pratiche e rituali religiose.

La liberta della fede, sottintende 1a liberta nel rispettare la fede secondo
le convinzioni individuali e colletive, 1a liberta di cambiare sia le convizio-
ni che 1a fede e 1a liberta di dimostrare il proprio giudizio sul fatto religio-
so, individualmente oppure colletivamente, in pubblico oppure in privato,
usando forme e modi di pratica nei luoghi dei culti, nelle pratiche dei riti
e nelle scuole religiose.?*® I1 concetto della liberta della fede & collegato
in modo essenziale con la lberta del pensiero, di coscienza e quello della
convinzione religiosa.?*’ Con la sentenza 329/1997 la Corte costituzionale
italiana, ha affermato che il sentimento religioso & un corollario del dirit-
to di liberta religiosa.?*° La liberta della coscienza spesso si percepisce
come un concetto estratto dalla ragione critica ed eseguito dal diritto.?"!

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Tra i determinanti importanti della liberta della fede predomina sia la di-
mensione individuale,?*? (che sottintende la liberta nel credere o non) che
quella colletiva.?*® I gruppi religiosi hanno anche il diritto di non essere
impediti di insegnare e di testimoniare pubblicamente 1a propria fede, a
voce e per scritto. Ad ogni famiglia, societa che gode di un diritto proprio
e primordiale, compete il diritto di ordinare liberamente 1a propria vita re-
ligioza domestica sotto la direzione dei genitori. A questi spetta il diritto
di determinare l'educazione religiosa da impartire ai propri figli secondo 1a
propria persuazione religiosa e non solo. I1 quadro giuridico internazionale
che ha sottoscritto e ratificato la Repubblica d'Albania, ha rafforzato 1a
liberta della fede, concepita come liberta individuale e collettiva da deter-
minare di fronte al caso religioso.?*

2.a I concetti: la liberta della fede, della coscienza e la neutralita
dello stato

La laicita, come principio ed espressione del senso pluralista contenuto
nella legislazione dello Stato,?*® € il quadro giuridico che crea una delle
condizioni di ugualianza assoluta tra i cittadini di qualsiasi fede.?**La po-
sizione della neutralita ha valore costituzionale. In questa nozione viene
inscritta la convivenza nell'uguaglianza di liberta, fedi, culture e tradizio-
ni religiose. La Costituzione d'Albania offre U'esempio di una riga chiara
di demarcazione tra Stato e religione, come previsto anche nell'art 10. Il

Tale & caso
dell Italia con l'accordo del Latrano del 1929, modificato poi dall'accordo di
Villa madame del 1984, sottoscritto con la Santa Sede.?*® Negli altri Stati,
lo Stato stesso ha assegnato alle religioni lo status di Chiesa dello Stato,
ad esempio la Chiesa Anglicana nella Gran Bretagna e la Chiesa Ortodossa
in Grecia.?*?

2.b La garanzia di un equilibrio: libera manifestazione della fede
e protezione dell'ordine pubblico

La dimensione della liberta della fede sottintende 1a liberta di ognuno di
noi per esprimere la propria fede, per praticarla e abbandonarla, in pieno
rispetto dell'ordine pubblico e sociale. Le norme convenzionali e quelle
costituzionali, ci dimostrano che 1la manifestazione della fede non ha ca-
rattere assoluto.?®® La CEDU nell'art. 9 sanziona che: “per manifestare li-

La nozione essenziale
dell'interesse pubblico si dimostra nell'ambito della difesa dell'ordine pub-
blico.?®* Se lo Stato deve permettere l'esercizio delle pratiche del culto,?®?
come un elemento ben definito negli standart del riconosciento della li-
berta della fede, facendolo cosi teoricamente divenire quasi assoluto, non
succeede cosi nell'aspetto esterno delle manifestazioni di appartenenza
religiosa. La dimostrazione del concetto della fede tramite l'aspetto ester-
no, viene sottomesso alle limitazioni che prevede il paragrafo 2 dell art.
9 di CEDU. I1 primo paragrafo dell'art 9 di CEDU determina i confini della
liberta dela fede.

Nell'ambito CEDU, con la liberta del pensiero, coscienza e fede, dobbiamo
intendere il diritto di dimostrarli liberamente, in modo individuale, col-
lettivo, pubblico o privato, tramite modi diversi che ognuno sceglie, come
culto, insegnamento, pratiche e riti religiosi. Comunque questi modi non
sono limitati, nel concetto dell art. 9 perche, visto che all'individuo si con-
cede il diritto di esprimerli o dimostrarli liberamente, cid comprende la
loro dimostrazione in qualsiasi forma legale e democratica. D'altra parte,
il paragrafo 2 dell'art. 9 prevede i casi delle limitazioni della liberta del
pensiero, coscienza e fede. Determina le condizioni di quando & possibile e
permessivo l'intervento dello Stato in questo diritto. Secondo l'art. 9 della
CEDU, lintervento deve avere tre caratteristicche:

1. Avere uno scoppo legittimo;
2. Essere previsto dalla legge;

3. Da effettuarsi con le precauzioni necessarie in una societa
democratica.

L'obbligo di provare che la limitazione € avvenuta per uno dei casi legittimi
che prevede il paragrafo 2 dell'art.9, spetta all'autorita del potere stata-
le. In una societa democratica, eterogenea, popolare, religiosa, culturale
ecc, certi limitazioni in modo necessario, realizzerebbero 1la conciliazione
degli interessi di gruppi sociali diversi, e tali da assicurare il rispetto del-

importante di manova, esattamente nell'inquadrare 1'espressione della di-
mensione religiosa.?®*Spetta alle nazioni partecipanti di definire il livello
dei diritti adatti meglio a loro, senza danneggiare il minimo delle garanzie
che obbliga la convenuta. Dopo queste valutazioni che fanno le nazioni,
spetta al Tribunale di Strasburgo, “guardiano” della CEDU, valutare se le
nazioni hanno rispettato o non i suoi divieti. In certi paesi europei, come
in Francia, é il giudice amministrativo che controlla la leggittimita delle
limitazioni fatte nei confronti della fede.?%®

3. Le basi giuridiche della protezione della liberta della fede
e liberta di coscienza

Nell'esercizio di ogni liberta si deve osservare il principio morale della re-
sponsabilita personale e sociale con qui si & tenuti ad agire secondo giusti-
zia ed umanita. Per il resto nella societa va rispettata la norma secondo la
quale agli esseri umani va riconosciuta la liberta piu ampia possibile, e la
loro liberta non deve essere limitata se non quando e in quanto & necessa-
rio. Il diritto alla liberta in materia religioa viene eseercitato nella societa
umana; di conseguenza il suo esercizio e regolato da alcune norme. La pro-
tezione della liberta religiosa e presente nell'ordinamento costituzionale e
penale della Republica d'Albania.?®¢ I1 raporto dello Stato albanese con il
fenomeno religioso, ha una dimensione costituzionale e giuridico-penale.

Le Nazioni Unite hanno tutelato espressamente 1a liberta
religiosa nell'art.18 della Dichiarazione Universale dei Diritti Umani.?¢® La
Dichiarazione Universale dei Diritti Umani e un altro atto internazionale,
che nei diritti universali umani comprende 1a liberta del pensiero, coscien-
za e fede.?®” Un altro strumento internazionale che offre protezione alla
liberta del pensiero, coscienza e fede, € il Patto per i Diritti Civili e Politici.
Cosi nell’ art. 18 si prevede il diritto della liberta del pensiero, coscienza e
fede, il diritto di cambiare 1a fede, l'apparenza in pubblico della fede tra-
mite l'insegnamento o le cerimonie del culto. Questo articolo esclude qual-
siasi sforzo che potrebbe toccare la liberta di avere o adattare una fede
scelta liberamente. Le nazioni che hanno sottoscritto questo patto, sono
impegnate a rispettare la liberta dei genitori per assicurare l'educazione
religiosa e morale dei loro figli, secondo le loro convinzioni.?’® La garan-
zia della fede e coscienza che viene realizzata dalla CEDU, 1a Costituzione
della Repubblica d’'Albania e il Codice Penale stesso, riguardano solo il
mondo interno soggettivo dell individuo, ma a parte questo, la fede diven-
ta evidente per un sistema di criteri esterni e presentazioni rituali.?’*Oltre
alla Convenzione, 1la nostra Costituzione, nel quadro dei diritti e liberta
personali prevede, nell art. 24, 1a liberta della coscienza e della fede.?’?
Questa dal punto soggettivo consiste nel diritto che viene riconosciuto
ad ogni cittadino, di scegliere e dimostrare la sua fede individualmente e
colletivamente.

suna fede, ed il secondo comprende 1a liberta del culto. Dunque, mentre
la liberta della fede si considera come un diritto individuale, perche € una
cosa interna, spirituale, quella invece del culto & un diritto collettivo. La
liberta del culto € il diritto dell'individuo a partecipare in una comunione
religiosa e alle sue pratiche.?’” L'art.24 della Costituzione della Repubblica
d'Albania, & strettamente seguito dagli altri art,?”> 10 e 20 che servono
come garanzia per realizzare la liberta della coscienza e della fede. Nella
Costituzione albanese, ed esattamente nei concetti base, viene menziona-
ta la nozione della convivenza religiosa nell art.3. La liberta della fede e di
coscienza viene garantita dall'art. 9 punto 2, il quale vieta la creazione del-
le organizzazioni, programi e le cui attivita si basano su metodi totalitari,
che stimolano e promuovono l'odio razziale, religioso, nagionale ed etnico,
che usano la violenza per impadronirsi del potere o per influenzare 1a po-
litica dello Stato; anche le attivita di carattere clandestine sono vietate
dalla legge. Cosi anche l'art. 14 della Convenzione nel vietare la discrimi-
nazione, stabilisce un obbligo imperativo quando sanziona che: “il frutto
dei diritti e della liberta riconosciute nella convenzione, deve assicurarsi,
senza nessuna distinzione basata sulle cause come: sesso, razza, colore,
religione, opinioni politiche o altri di origine nazionale o sociale, l'apparte-
nenza ad una minorita nazionale, patrimonio, o qualsiasi altra situazione”.
Le argomentazioni della giurisprudenza di Strasburgo, hanno accentuato
alcuni principi importanti, tra i quali anche quello della antidiscriminazio-
ne.276

tuzione spagnola lo esprime nel art.16;?%4 la Costituzione svedese nel suo
art.1/seconda parte;?®> l'art.38 della Costituzione del Kosovo, prevede la
liberta della fede e della coscienza.?8¢

3.b Le basi giuridiche penali

L'obiettivo del diritto penale democratico e contemporaneo albanese, come
regolatore e moderatore dei rapporti tra l'individuo e la societa, intende
la protezione efficace delle relazioni importanti migliorando gli standar-

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ts di incriminazione e di repressione delle forme di attivita criminali che
minacciano la societa albanese.?®” La tutela penale puo essere infatti non
solo quella della protezione del diritto di esprimere 1a propria identita re-
ligiosa, come parte della dignita umana. Pud consistere anche nella tutel-
la dalla religione, ovvero nella incriminazione di condote religiosamente
motivate che offendono, attraverso aggressioni od odio, il diritto alla di-
versita. Nellambito della protezione giuridico-penale di liberta della fede
e altri elementi accessori, la posizione del legislatore albanese tenta di
essere onnicomprensiva e referenziale nei confronti degli atti giuridici in-
ternazionali in vigore.?®8 I1 codice penale, in linea con la sua impostazione
liberale e laica, tutela la liberta reliogiosa senza discriminazione tra i culti.
La tutela penale del' fenomeno religioso nel codice penale albanese si ma-
terializza in 3 articoli: 131, 132, 133, fattispecie criminose cha fanno parte
della decima sezione del Codice penale. Queste disposizioni esprimono in
modo chiaro la volonta del legislatore, con particolare orientamento alla
protezione delle convinzioni e sentimenti profondi religiosi individuali e
colletivi. Il contenuto giuridico-penale di queste norme, funziona nella
logica del rispetto della fede e dei sentimenti religiosi, protegendo senza
distinzione, tutte le organizzazioni religiose, come enti legali, istituzionali
e basi del libero esercizio della fede e sentimenti religiosi.?®? L'oggetto di
protezione penale ¢ il diritto individuale e collettivo di liberta religiosa, a
prescindere dalla confessione di appartenenza del soggetto.

Dal punto di vista dei fattori obbietivi, i reati penali contro la liberta di
fede si materializzano sotto 1la forma di azioni ed inazioni illegittime che
proibiscono o impediscono il libero esercizio della fede, le attivita ad essa
connesse per esprimere in modo libero le convinzioni religiose ed anche
il dannegiamento e la distruzione degli oggetti di culto. Lincriminazione
delle condotte che intaccano il rispetto della liberta di fede e del suo eser-
cizio, nel codice penale della RA e stato fatto tramite l'uso della tecnica
classica dell'incriminazione. Manca l'uso della tecniche enumerative nell

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identificazione delle azioni e inazioni che possono portare come conse-
guenza la violazione della liberta di fede ed il rispetto della sua espres-
sione tramite la partecipazione a rituali o pratiche religiose. Quello che
colpisce, dopo una recensione dettagliata delle disposizioni panali, e il
carattere non esauriente dell'incriminazione delle forme tramite le quali
viene intaccato la liberta di fede. La normativa penale albanese articola
la protezione giuridico-penale in due livelli: a livello individuale e a li-
vello collettivo. All'articolo 133,%?° il legislatore & inesauriente in raporto
all'obbligo di evidenziare una serie di fattori tramite i quali si puo impedi-
re l'attivita delle organizzazioni religiose. Abbiamo quindi una mancanza
nell'evidenziazione delle forme e tipologie delle azioni ed inazioni tramite
le qualli si pu0 realizzare U'impedimento dell'attivita religiosa. Tramite l'in-
criminazione delle condotte che violano gli oggetti di culto, il legislatore
albanese intende protegere in modo particolare la dignita umana, manife-
stata conillibero esercizio della fede, in luogi che sodisfanno la qualita per
realizzare i rituali religiosi. La violazione fisica degli obietti di culto € una
condotta che intaca la dignita delle personne che credono in una dottrina
particolare religiosa che si manifesta tra le altre anche nellinviolabilita
degli obietti di culto, come luogi dedicati in modo specifico all'espressio-
ne individuale della liberta di culto. Nella disciplina penale del fenomeno
religioso, il legislatore albanese ha considerato come pericolosita pubblica
dei reati penali nell'ambito della fede, ritenendo che costituisce una cir-
costanza aggravante il caso in cui il reato € stato compiuto, tra l'altro, per
motivi religiosi.?**Pensiamo che, in generale, il diritto penale albanese, ha
creato una configurazione europea nei riguardi della protezione obiettiva
e soggettiva della liberta di fede e dei sentimenti religiosi.

4. I1 modello di liberta di religione nella giurisprudenza della
CEDU

Per affrontare la liberta di pensiero, di coscienza e di religione ci rivolgiamo
non solo alla dottrina ma soppratutto alla giurisprudenza della CEDU, che
ha elaborato e sviluppato questo diritto con le sue decisioni. La Giurispru-
denza sulla Convenzione europea dei diritti dell'uomo € un meccanismo
vivente attraverso il quale si basano e si sviluppano le pratiche europee

La Convenzione Europea per la Salvaguardia dei Diritti dell'Uomo e delle
Liberta fondamentali, tutela il diritto di pensiero, di coscienza e di religio-
ne, come uno dei diritti fondamentali di una societa democratica, definen-
do il senso di attuazione nella pratica di questi diritti. La Corte Europea
dei Diritti dell'Uomo non ha visto 1la necessita di definire cosa si intende
per religione o fede, tuttavia, nella sua giurisprudenza ha stabilito cid che
€ incluso nella fede e cosa no.?%* La Corte ha affermato: non &€ compito della
Corte di decidere in astratto se la religione e le pratiche di un particola-
re gruppo saranno considerati o no ‘fede’.??> Nelle decisioni della Corte
Europea dei Diritti dell'Uomo si evidenzia un significato piu ristretto del
trinomio sopra citato in relazione alla sua interpretazione.??®

L'esempio piu evidente di questa posizione & la motivazione della Corte sul
caso Sidiropulos e altri contro la Grecia.?”’ Per la Corte Europea dei Di-
ritti dell'Uomo, ‘la fede deve raggiungere un certo livello di serieta, di co-
esione e d'importanza’ e in secondo luogo, la fede in se stesso deve essere
considerata come tale compatibile con il rispetto della dignita umana. In
altre parole, la fede deve essere collegata a “un aspetto sostanziale e im-
portante della vita e del comportamento umano” e considerata meritevole
di tutela in una societa democratica.?’® Lemergere della liberta religiosa
come una data attivita, deve essere fondamento della liberta di credere,

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di pensiero e di coscienza della persona e non deve essere incoraggiata. Il
rifiuto di presentare la lettera di divorzio all'ex marito perché contraddice
la legge ebraica non e considerato come una manifestazione di fede e an-
che la scelta del nome del bambino, anche se pud essere considerato come
rientrante nella sfera della liberta di pensiero.??’Le disposizioni della con-
venzione hanno carattere esplicativo, indicando anche i limiti della tutela
di questo diritto. D'altra parte, il secondo comma dell'articolo 9 prevede
i casi in cui tale diritto puo essere limitato, dal momento che l'articolo 9
della Convenzione, non appartiene alla categoria dei diritti assoluti i quali
non possono essere soggetti ad alcuna limitazione.

L'attuazione dell'art. 9 della Convenzione, non elimina la discrezionalita
dell'autorita del potere statale di limitare questo importante binomio. Una
delle decisioni piu importanti in relazione all'articolo 9 & il caso Kokki-
nakis contro la Grecia, in cui la Corte ha dichiarato: “difesa dall’articolo
9, la liberta di pensiero, di coscienza e di religione, rappresenta uno dei
fondamenti di una “societa democratica” secondo Convenzione. Si colloca
tra gli elementi piu essenziali dell’identita dei credenti e la loro concezio-
ne della vita, ma € anche una cosa preziosa per atei, agnostici, scettici o
indifferenti. In particolare, la liberta di religione significa manifestazione
della propria fede non solo collettivamente ma anche individualemente e
in privato; significa in sé soprattutto il diritto di convincere il prossimo,
ad esempio attraverso una “lezione”. La natura fondamentale dei diritti
garantiti dall’articolo 9, emerge anche dalla formulazione della clausola
relativa alla loro limitazione; a differenza del secondo comma degli articoli
8.10 e 11, che comprende la totalita dei diritti considerati per il loro primo
comma, il secondo comma, dell’articolo 9, si riferisce solo alla “liberta di
manifestare la propria religione e le proprie credenze “si riferisce solo alla
“liberta di manifestare la propria religione e le sue credenze”.

Larticolo 9 della Convenzione & in primo luogo un diritto negativo. Esso
prevede l'obbligo degli Stati di non interferire e di sacrificare le liberta
protette da esso. Tuttavia, questo non significa che larticolo 9 esclude
lT'obbligo degli Stati di adottare misure efficaci per garantire ai cittadini
la liberta di pensiero, coscienza e di religione. La giurisprudenza di Stra-
sburgo prevede che gli Stati hanno “obblighi positivi”, che si concretizzano
nella responsabilita di adottare misure efficaci per garantire ai cittadini
questi diritti. Il principale obbligo positivo & che 1a liberta religiosa esiste

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in un contesto di pluralita e tolleranza reciproca.3°°Ad esempio, la Corte
ha affermato che gli Stati devono intervenire per consentire la mediazione
per risolvere le controversie con le comunita religiose.?°! L'obbligo pozitivo
degli Stati sta anche nell’ adottare misure efficaci per prevenire attacchi a
scopi religiosi a persone di certe religioni e quando l'attacco si & verificato,
ad adottare misure efficaci per indagare, raccogliere prove e sanzionare
nel processo le persone che hanno commeso violenza religiosa. A diffe-
renza degli individui, la Corte ha dichiarato che le persone giuridiche non
possono essere una vittima ai sensi dell’ articolo 9 della Convenzione, sul-
la liberta di coscienza, perche tale diritto fa parte di quelli che per 1a loro
natura sono riservati solo all'individuo.

5. Conclusioni

Ogni societa umana nelle condizioni del multiculturalismo, ha bisogno di
promouvere il dialogo interreligioso, come precondizione per una pace
stabile. La comprensione interreligiosa degli albanesi costituisce uno dei
profli piu spiccati del loro modello psicoculturale nel passatto e nel pre-
sente.3%? Il dialogo intereligioso ha dei valori integrali propri di ogni indi-
viduo nella societa. Nell'eta contemporanea gli esseri umani divengono
sempre piu consapevoli della propria dignita di persone, esercitando la
propria responsabile liberta, mossi dalla coscienza del dovere e non pres-
sati da misure coercitive. L'esigenza di liberta nella convivenza umana ri-
guarda soprattutto i valori dello spirito, primo tra tutti il libero esercizio
delle religione nella societa.

L'impatto dei valori religiosi € echiaro ed importante nella protezione dei

beni giuridici, dentro il sistema giuridica. I valori morali che generiamo,

i documenti che tutelano la nostra appartenenza religiosa ed senz’ altro

la tolleranza e la tutela penale, influencano direttamente la protezione

dell'ordine giuridico in Albania. Come altri paesi europei, anche UAlbania

riconosce che la fenomenologia religiosa & parte integrante di quella di-

namica sociale che deve essere riconosciuta, rispettata e sostenuta dai

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pubblici poteri.3®® Il panorama confessionale in Albania, e completamente
degno della filosofia del pluralismo religioso dell'Europa. Le forme giuridi-
che attraverso le quali si &'presentata la regolamentazione delle comunita
religiose possono essere ridotte, in termini molto generali, a due: 1a sot-
tomissione al diritto commune, in particolare alla legge sulle associazioni
senza scopo di lucro, e la regolamentazione piu specifica degli accordi,
sebbene quest’ultima formula sia limitata, di solito, alle comunita noto-
riamente radicate.3®* I1 normale sviluppo dell'attivita degli enti religiosi
€ un indicatore per la pace sociale. Il diritto e 1la legge penale albanese, a
causa del suo valore e del potere normativo, si presenta comme un meca-
nismo importante nel dare la possibilita di godere 1a liberta individuale e
