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INCLUSION OF STUDENTS WITH AUTISTIC SPECTRUM DISORDERS

Abstract

Introduction: successful inclusion of students with autistic spectrum disorders
(ASD) in regular schools has always been a challenge for the involved in this extremely
complex process as well as a source of many researches and scientific discussions.
Therefore, teachers’ and professionals’ attitudes, knowledge and experiences are
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crucial in the process of inclusion in the process of inclusion of students with ASD
in our case.

Methodology: the main goal of the research is to determine the willingness of
the teachers, of the team of professionals and of the school-environment for inclusion
of students with ASD. The main tasks of the research are: to determine the level of
readiness of the teachers for accepting students with ASD and including them in the
classroom, as well as the readiness of the professional team to answer every teacher’s
call for support, and finally, the influence of the attitudes, knowledge and experi-
ences of both groups on the inclusion of students with ASD. Comparative method
and method of descriptive analysis were used for data processing, and the same was
obtained by using a questionnaire for inclusion of students with ASD.

The results: the research included 72 participants. 36 of them were teachers
in regular schools where the process of inclusion has begun, and the other 36 were
members of the professional teams in the same schools and special educators from
two special schools. The majority of the participants in the research agreed on in-
cluding students with ASD (92.8 %) in regular schools and that is very important, the
school to provide special educational services (88.4%). Only 26% of the participants
agreed that the students with typical development benefit from the communication
with students with ASD (26.4%).

Conclusions: according to the results, there is no real solid base yet for inclu-
sion of students with ASD.
