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THE INFLUENCE OF THE DOMINANT MATERNAL LATERALIZATION

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Abstract

Given the existence of biological and environmental theories of upper limb dominance, the research
carried out aims to determine the existence of the influence of the dominant lateralization of the upper limbs
of the mother in performing everyday activities with their children. For this purpose, a sample of 335 female
respondents was used and tasks of three daily activities were set: delivery of a bottle to the child, offering of
cutlery and delivery of a coloring item (wooden crayon). The processed results with the Chi square test show
that the dominant maternal lateralization plays a role in everyday activities with children, regardless of the
dominant upper limb of the children.
