Summary

This article seeks to pay tribute to Edward Bond's politically engaged theatrical
work. acknowledging the importance of both his plays and theoretical writings.
while presenting their essential aesthetic and dramaturgical characteristics. The paper
analyses Bond's post-Brechtian aesthetics and his committed elaboration of a new
tragic theater, inspired by the Ancient Greek and Jacobean tragedy. whose controversial
- extreme and violent - situations aim at questioning the contemporary crisis and its
loss of humanity and justice, The article especially focuses on the analysis of Bond's
play Bingo in which the author develops a reflection on the responsibility of the writer
in society and on the need of action against social injustice. The paper discusses Bond's
reinterpretation of Aristotelian catharsis in the context of Bingo, arguing that the use of
violence in his theater is intended to provoke the shock of recognition. which allows
a better understanding of this phenomenon and of its societal and historical causes.
