Tn the combined 1* and 2" round all participants play the obligatory piece followed by
the first of their individually selected pieces. The Jury then selects the best six
performers for the final round based on the two performed picces.

These six best will play their second individually selected piece in the final 3" round.

The winner of the first prize has the honour of playing a new composition of Prof.
Zivoin Glisic, a remarkable composer from Macedonia, in a world premiere at the
Closing Ceremony. The noble sponsor is Lion Katja Segmiiller from Germany.
