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SUMMARY

The region around Lake Ohrid and Lake Prespa stands out as a distinct geographical and cultural
unit within the Central Balkans, with rich hydrography and high relief as its most striking
geomorphological features. They led to the development of a specific lake-mountain ecological
environment, which, consequently, conditioned the cultural development of the human communities that
inhabited the indicated territory. In a general sense, the hard accessibility of settlements positioned on
hilltops and mountain slopes, on the one hand, suggests certain conservatism in the development of local
culture, i.e. in the acceptance of some external influences. But, on the other hand, the position of the
region within the broader Balkan framework, in correlation with the river basins of Devol, Shkumba,
Drim, Vardar and Bistrica, necessarily imposes its role as a communication crossroads where cultural
influences from multiple directions intersected. Moreover, the time of the 1st millennium BC, which
encompasses the transition from the prehistoric to the historical periods, represents an excellent
opportunity for researching both tendencies - the local and the international - and their mutual dialectical
effect on the cultural features and cultural development of the region. Namely, such character of the
Ohrid-Prespa region is evident, on the one hand, through the distinct local or regional (Central Balkan)
cultural phenomena, and on the other hand through the discovered artifacts that originate from or were
made according to the templates of influential overseas production, economic and political centers. As
examples, in the first group, one can point to the large tumuli and matt-painted pottery from the Iron Age,
the gold funerary foils from the Archaic period, and the monumental tombs constructed of stone or cut in
rock from the Early Antique period. The second group is represented, among other things, by numerous
forms of ceramic and bronze vessels, amber and glass jewelry, various types of weapons and military
equipment, monetary circulation, and more.

Due to their exceptional scientific value and general public interest, archaeological finds from the
Ohrid-Prespa region have attracted significant attention among researchers over the last hundred years,
who dedicated numerous articles, monographs, and exhibitions to them. Thereby, previous works have
mainly focused on analyzing the cultural-historical and socio-economic aspects of the material culture.
However, with the development of modern archaeological theory that accentuates the symbolic values of
culture, we believe that the archaeological finds from the Ohrid-Prespa region deserve another new
interpretation. This time, it should be in accordance with those theoretical principles and scientific
methods that will enable the interpretation of their symbolic, religious, and ideological aspects. It is in this
direction that the contribution of our doctoral dissertation is envisaged, which is, in fact, also outlined in
its title "'Symbolic paradigms reflected in the material culture of the Ohrid - Prespa region in the I
millennium BCE."

Namely, through an analysis of the material culture from the indicated territory and time frame
(as the subject of the study), we attempted to offer an answer to the posed scientific question: "What were
the ideological-religious and symbolic paradigms that shaped the culture of the people inhabiting the
Ohrid-Prespa region during the I millennium BCE?". Accordingly, the main research goals of the paper
were: identification, analysis and interpretation of the basic symbolic paradigms that conditioned the
development of material culture in the Ohrid-Prespa region during the first millennium BCE.

Structure of the dissertation

The doctoral dissertation consists of around 500 pages of text referencing over 1200
bibliographical entries, 8 geographical maps, and 220 tables with illustrations accompanied by an
appropriate catalogue. The dissertation is divided into 7 main chapters, further divided into chapters and
subchapters that encompass a specific thematic unit. The first chapter presents the theoretical and
methodological framework of the research, while the second examines the general context of the Ohrid-
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Prespa region in the 1st millennium BCE, from a geographical-ecological, socio-economic and cultural-
historical perspective. The third chapter explores the elementary symbols of the lakeside communities,
based on their geo-morphological and ecological environment. The fourth and fifth chapters are dedicated
to anthropocentric symbolic paradigms, based on the female and male biological principles, respectively.
Chapter six examines symbolic paradigms related to death and beliefs regarding the afterlife. The seventh
chapter returns us to the world of the living, examining the communal symbolic institutions and activities
in which communities around Lake Ohrid and Lake Prespa participated during the 1st millennium BC.

Theoretical principles and applied scientific methods

The basic theoretical principles and postulates of the study stem from the so-called “contextual
archaeology", whose most prominent representative is the English archaeologist lan Hodder. This
theoretical model of archaeology assumes that all material culture has a certain symbolic meaning which,
in turn, is conditioned by the contexts in which the corresponding artifacts are found. Therefore, the same
objects have the potential for multiple meanings, which can be intentional (recognized) or unintentional
(unrecognized). Since all human culture and action are constructed interpretively, archaeology has the
task of interpreting the material culture of the past in accordance with the contexts it studies. This view of
culture basically stems from the works of the German philosopher Wilhelm Dilthey dedicated to his
"hermeneutics"”, as a theoretical-methodological approach to understanding the so-called "expressions of
life".

The theoretical principles of "contextual archaeology" are complemented by the methodological
models of "semiotic archaeology", presented primarily in the works of Nikos Chausidis and Robert W.
Preucel. These models originate from the theories of semiotics, i.e. the ways in which meaning is created
and perceived, developed by the Swiss linguist Ferdinand de Saussure and the American philosopher and
mathematical logician Charles Sanders Peirce. We consider the latter's semiotic model to be particularly
applicable to archaeology, because it takes into account the interpretive potential for "multiple meanings"
of signs and objects.

As we indicated above, the principle of polysemy also includes the possibility of various
"unintentional™, "unrecognized", or "subconscious" meanings of culture. In order to reach these aspects,
in the theoretical and methodological framework of our research, we also took into account the theory of
archetypes and archetypal images of the Swiss analytical psychologist Carl Gustav Jung. According to
him, archetypes are unconscious psychological manifestations of instincts, which together with them form
the collective unconscious. However, these archetypes cannot be perceived directly, but only implicitly -
through the symbolic ideas and representations they produce, called archetypal images, through which the
subconscious communicates with the conscious. These images take on a specific form under the influence
of various factors from the "inner" and "outer" world of man. In addition to the collective unconscious,
which is common to all people, the unconscious of each individual is complemented by the personal
unconscious, formed by personal psychological contents, experiences, thoughts and feelings. Ultimately,
according to Jung, the human mind has three levels: consciousness, personal unconscious and collective
unconscious, and all of these levels influence the creation and understanding of signs, including symbols.

In addition to C. G. Jung, the symbolic character of culture has been accepted by many other
researchers in the humanities, especially those who have focused their attention and effort on the study of
religion and ideology. In fact, interdisciplinary studies of religion show that it is the basic ideology of
prehistoric and later, modern archaic communities, and even that it stands at the very basis of humanity.
In order to better understand and explain these aspects as part of the topic of our scientific interest, we
also took into account the works of several famous authors in the field of the humanities. Here, we
primarily highlight the sociologist Emile Durkheim and the anthropologist Mircea Eliade, as well as the
classicists Karl Kerenyi and Walter Burkert, the anthropologists Peter Metcalf and Richard Huntington,
the psychologists Erich Neumann and Vassilis Saroglou, the philosopher Slavoj ZiZek, and a number of
other authors who have made significant contributions to the study of religion and ideology.
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Ultimately, to fulfill the set goals of our reserach (identification, analysis and interpretation of the
basic symbolic paradigms that shaped the culture of the Ohrid-Prespa region during the 1st millennium
BCE), we determined a series of specific logical-methodological procedures. Thus, for the identification
and classification of the basic symbolic paradigms we applied the inductive method. Then, for the
analysis of the identified paradigms we used a combined deductive-inductive logical model (the so-called
"method of symbolic analysis™). The third goal - interpretation of the symbolic paradigms - was achieved
through the method of synthesis, considering how those paradigms fit into the general local context of the
Ohrid-Prespa region during the 1st millennium BCE. The verification of the proposed interpretations was
carried out by applying the inductive method of interdisciplinary and diachronic comparison.

General contextual overview

In accordance with the principles of contextual archaeology and the determination to more
comprehensively fulfill the research goals of our study, we found it necessary to do an overview of the
general geographical-ecological, socio-economic and cultural-historical context in which the indicated
lakeside communities existed during the first millennium BCE.

The first part of this chapter reviewed the orography and hydrography of the Ohrid-Prespa region,
with a focus on the natural communication routes that connect it with neighboring territories. We then
continued with the socio-economic context, through a discussion on the organization of settlements. In
this segment, we noted the gradual abandonment of lakeside pile dwellings, the settlement of high hill
positions, their fortification, centralization, urbanization, and finally the re-descending of the population
into the lowlands - all during the first millennium BCE. Subsequently, we examined the main economic
branches of the local communities, including: forestry, hunting and fishing, agriculture, livestock herding,
pottery, mining and metallurgy. We also briefly touched on the development of trade and monetary
circulation.

We also dedicated greater attention to the socio-economic conditions and relationships within
local communities, primarily as observed through funerary forms. In doing so, we noticed a tendency for
transition from some kind of prehistoric "collectivism" to greater "individualism™ in social ideology, as a
process that culminated in the middle of the millennium, i.e. in the Archaic period. We concluded that the
dialectical process that followed, which encompassed the two previously indicated conceptions, would
lead to the development of the early ancient kingdoms of the Central Balkans in the second half of the
millennium. In this section, we also addressed gender social relations, emphasizing the strict
differentiation between men and women in the culture of the lakeside communities of that time.
Additionally, certain paleodemographic analyses were presented, mainly relating to mortality rates in
different age categories, as potential indicators of the quality of life at a given time.

We dedicated the last part of the general contextual review to the historical processes that
encompassed the Ohrid-Prespa region in the first millennium BCE. In doing so, we offered our views and
observations regarding the ethnic identity of the inhabitants of the lake region at that time. Based on the
available historical sources, we examined three ethnic groups that researchers usually locate in the Ohrid-
Prespa region, namely the Bryges, the Encheleans, and the Dassaretians. We concluded that the
inhabitants of this region, according to their self-identification, are most correctly to be referred to as
Dassaretians. In addition, the other two names could represent exonyms that refer to the same population.
In terms of the broader ethnic, linguistic and cultural ties of the Dasaretians, we concluded that they were
closest to the northern Epirotic and upper Macedonian ethnic groups, and over time were incorporated
into the broader Macedonian cultural circle of Early Antiquity. It seems that communities from the
southern Illyrian regions also had a certain influence on their cultural development.
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Research findings and results
(identified, analyzed and interpreted symbolic paradigms)

After presenting the theoretical and methodological framework of the study and the general
contextual overview of the Ohrid-Prespa region in the 1st millennium BCE, we dedicated the next five
chapters of our dissertation to specific types of symbolic paradigms that emerged as a result of our
research.

The first of these five chapters, or the third within the entire work, was dedicated to “elementary
symbols”, or rather those symbolic paradigms that arise from the geographical and ecological
environment of the Ohrid-Prespa region. We began our overview with the potential totemic implications
of the ethnonym Encheleans (i.e. "eel people™), as one of the ethnic groups that historical sources note in
the lake region. The next section was dedicated to the symbolic and iconographic representations of the
natural element "water", as part of the chthonic cosmic principle, and also a key factor in the ecology of
the Ohrid-Prespa region. Thereby, we examined several geometric and zoomorphic symbols of water and
the chthonic realms. We gave particular attention to the snake as a paradigmatic representative of the
chthonic principle, to its combination with other iconographic motifs, as well as its metamorphosis into
fantastic creatures such as "dragons" and "lamyas". We then proceeded with the analysis of the symbolic
paradigms of the celestial and solar principles, with special emphasis on circular and radial iconographic
motifs such as the wheel and various types of rosettes (floral, stellar, and with curved arms). The fourth
and final section of this chapter is devoted to potential composite images of the cosmos, including: the
decoration of Iron Age West Macedonian matt-painted pottery; the symmetrical pair of lions on gold
funerary foils from the Archaic period; the Macedonian type of bow fibulae from early antiquity; and the
meaning of the etymology and visual symbols of the city of Lychnidos.

The next two chapters of the paper are dedicated to the anthropomorphic symbolic paradigms
reflected in the material culture of the Ohrid-Prespa region in the 1st millennium BCE. Of these, the first
is dedicated to the symbols of the feminine principle, where we identify three basic mythological-
religious motifs with a feminine nature, namely: the "Snake-Legged Goddess" - a macrocosmic character
who rules over the natural cycles; the "Mistress of Dogs" - a chthonic character with a significant role in
the military sphere; and the "Bird Goddess" - a mythical character who simultaneously has chthonic and
celestial features, and performed a significant function in the eschatological conceptions of the people.
Each of the indicated mythical-religious paradigms is analyzed and interpreted according to the visual
representations of female figures and characters represented in the available archaeological and historical
material. Thereby, the development of these symbolic patterns is traced from their prehistoric basis,
through clearly formed and polyvalent manifestations in the ancient period, to potential reminiscences in
the Middle Ages and the modern era.

In the fifth chapter of the dissertation (the second of the complementary pair of anthropomorphic
symbolic paradigms) we address the symbols of the masculine principle. The first part is dedicated to the
"Ithyphallic God", i.e. a paradigmatic mythical character who personifies male fertile energy. We start the
overview with an analysis of the ithyphallic figure present on the "cluster pendants™ from the Iron Age,
tracing its development and division into an "old" and a "young" male god (with the function of some
kind of complementary pair) in the Archaic and Early Antique periods. This analysis then continues with
an overview of the specific male deities recorded among archaeological finds from the lake region during
the period of antiquity. In the second part of the chapter, we examine the symbolic manifestations of
warrior identity, as one of the basic ideological and social categories that encompassed men from the lake
region during the first millennium BCE. In this context, we analyze several archaeological finds with
warrior iconography, including extensive analyses of two exceptional items of military equipment: the
bronze helmet from Tomb VIII in Trebenishte (6th - 5th century BCE) and the silver-plated belt buckle
from Tomb 3 at Dolno Selce (3rd century BCE). The third segment of the fifth chapter offers a review of
the zoomorphic symbols of the male principle (ram, goat, rooster, and griffin). Special attention is given
to the ram, which, given its prominent presence in local culture, has evidently served as a motif for
expressing various symbolic concepts of particular value to the population of the lake region. The final
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and fourth section of this chapter is devoted to potential medieval and modern reminiscences of the
prehistoric and ancient symbolic paradigms of the male principle that were discussed earlier.

We dedicated the sixth chapter of the dissertation to the symbolic paradigms associated with
death and transformation, covering the funerary forms, rites, and grave goods observed in the Ohrid-
Prespa region in the 1st millennium BCE. In the first part of this chapter, dedicated to funerary forms, we
offered a symbolic interpretation of the collective tumulus burials - a concept typical of the first half of
the millennium, and the individual graves characteristic of its second half. As special types, we singled
out the monumental tombs from the early antique period - built of stone blocks or carved into rock -
which were intended for the most powerful members of the community. We then continued our study
with an analysis of funeral rites, paying particular attention to the symbolic concepts associated with the
two basic burial rites observed in the lake region - inhumation and cremation. Furthermore we also
analysed the other aspects of the funeral ceremony. In the third and largest segment of this chapter, we
conducted a symbolic analysis and interpretation of several specific types of objects that are usually
discovered as grave goods, namely: vessels as individual gifts or symposiastic sets; double-spiral fibulae
and double axes; miniature bronze pendants from the "Macedonian bronzes" group; jewelry made of
amber and glass beads; appliques of gold foil; miniature chariots; and ring earrings with zoomorphic and
anthropomorphic protomes. Among them, we dedicated the most pages to the funeral masks, gloves,
sandals and other appliques of gold foil, as the most striking expression of the Macedonian cultural circle
in the Archaic period.

In the final chapter of the paper, the seventh overall, we addressed the symbolic forms associated
with the communal gatherings of the population, as a practical expression of their collective identity. In
the first part, we reviewed the archaeological remains found so far from various "sacred spaces",
including temples, sanctuaries, or other spaces intended for performing ritual activities. We dedicated the
second part to the ritual feast, as the strongest symbolic expression of togetherness within the
communities of this period. As part of it, we examined the use of some types of archaeological objects
(kraters, rhytons, and hooks) as banqueting requisites. We then dedicated our attention to the various
beverages and other substances with psychoactive properties that were potentially consumed during feasts
and religious rituals. We concluded this section with a review of the socio-political aspects of the
communal feast and symposium. We dedicated the next subchapter to music and dance as essential parts
of holiday rituals, after which we concluded with a subchapter dedicated to board games and their
indispensable role in human culture.

Conclusion and significance of the dissertation

Based on extensive archaeological material and a clearly defined theoretical and methodological
basis, the conducted study offers a detailed overview of the religious and ideological symbolic paradigms
that influenced the development of culture in the Ohrid-Prespa region during the 1st millennium BCE.
Building on previous research by numerous other authors dedicated to the socio-economic and cultural-
historical conditions that also shaped the lives of the lakeside communities, this dissertation has
complementary value and provides a comprehensive overview of the cultural conditions and trends that
encompassed the Ohrid-Prespa region in the first millennium BCE.

Furthermore, it offers an opportunity for a broader regional contextualization of the Ohrid-Prespa
region and its mutual cultural influences and relations with neighboring areas of the Central Balkans,
spanning the time from the fall of the Bronze Age civilizations to the conquests of the Roman Empire.
Such contextualization shows that the Ohrid-Prespa region played an exceptionally significant role in the
transfer of cultural values from the Adriatic to the Aegean coastal communities and vice versa, as well as
in the spread of those values in the interior of the Balkan Peninsula. In terms of overseas influences, the
connections with Asia Minor to the east and Southern Italy to the west are particularly prominent.
However, at the same time, the lake region in some cases shows a dose of conservatism and continuity in
nurturing local traditions, even in the turbulent period of transition from prehistory to history. In other
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cases, however, its inhabitants show inventiveness and originality in the reinterpretation and creation of
new cultural values, with which they then themselves influenced neighboring areas. In essence, by
advancing our knowledge of the Ohrid-Prespa region, we also advance our understanding of the broader
intercultural connections of the Central Balkans during the first millennium BCE.

In this regard, another significance of our work emerges - its functioning as a theoretical-
methodological model that enables the detailed study of the spiritual culture of a local community, based
on its material culture. By creating a network of similar studies for multiple neighboring communities
from a certain period, we can actually form a more comprehensive picture of the cultural relations of a
wider geographical area at a given time.

Given the interdisciplinary character of the applied theoretical-methodological model, the insights
and conclusions arising from such research highlight the importance of archaeology and its scientific
results within the broader family of the humanities and their development - including anthropology,
history, sociology, psychology, and philosophy.

One should also not overlook the possibilities for the general popular application of the results of
this study, which would contribute to bringing archaeology and cultural values more than two millennia
old closer to today's reader, on a level close to them. We believe that the study presented in this
dissertation has also managed to reach certain universal, transhistorical, and transcultural symbolic
paradigms, the manifestations of which the reader will be able to recognize in the contemporary culture
that surrounds them.
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
