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SUMMARY

The chapter Introduction, highlights the relevance on the subject of human
sexuality, genders and sex differences, as well as the importance of the three aspects of
acceptance - perceived acceptance by others, self-acceptance, and acceptance of others
when it comes to the wellbeing of the individuals. This research is the first attempt in
Macedonia to analyze the link between these aspects of acceptance, as well as studying

their differences regarding sex and sexual orientation.

In the chapter Theoretical Background, primarily are given attempts to define the
term sexual orientation. Afterward, the history of the sexual minorities is presented. Sex
differences regarding sexual orientation, as well as, heteronormativity are reviewed.
Afterward, there is a review of the sexual orientation by the viewpoint of essentialism, as
well as by the viewpoint of social constructivism. Later on, there is a separate review of
the three aspects of acceptance - perceived acceptance by others, self-acceptance, and

acceptance of others.

In the chapter Relevant Research the numerous research regarding the association
between the three aspects of acceptance, as well as the relevant research regarding the
association between the sexual minorities and the different aspects of acceptance are
reviewed. Afterward, the research regarding the non-heterosexuals in Macedonia is
reviewed. At the end of this chapter, the four hypotheses derived from the analysis of the

scientific and professional literature, and from the relevant research are given.

In the chapter Method, the measuring instruments, the study sample, the method,
and the applied statistical data processing are described. This research uses a snowball
sample of the people with homosexual orientation, which is then paired based on the
relevant variables - age, level of education, marital and employment status with
opportunity sample in the persons with heterosexual orientation. 136 people took part
in this research, which because of the pairing were divided into 4 groups: 34 (25%)
heterosexual men, 34 (25%) heterosexual women, 34 (25%) homosexual men and 34

(25%) homosexual women. All of the participants were living in Skopje and have had
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Macedonian nationality. When it comes to age, the participants in this research ranged
between 20 - 35 years of age. According to the relevant variable education level, there
were two categories: 62 (45,6%) of the participants were high school graduates, and 74
(54,4) of the participants were university graduates. The participants were also divided
into two categories based on the relevant variable marital status - 54 (39,7) of the
participants were in a relationship, and 82 (60,3%) were single. There were three
categories based on the relevant variable employment status: 40 (29,4%) were students,
20 (14,7%) unemployed and 76 (55,9%) employed. Three measuring instruments were
used in the research. The first instrument Perceived Acceptance Scale (PAS) by Douglas
Michael Brock, is a 44 items scale which aims to assess perceived acceptance in four
specific categories of relationship: friends (12 items), family (12 items), mother (10
items) and father (10 items). The second instrument is Berger’s self-acceptance scale
(SAS) which has 20 items and is used to assess the level of self-acceptance. The third
instrument is the Acceptance of Others Scale by William F. Fey, which consists of 20
items and is used to assess the participants’ level of acceptance of others. The internal
homogeneity for the instruments is relatively high, with Cronbach’s alpha values that
range from 0=0,76 to 01=0,94. Spearman’s correlation coefficient and two-factor
analysis of variance for correlated samples were used in the statistical data processing

procedure.

The findings are presented in two parts in the chapter Results. The first part presents
the results of descriptive indicators for the three aspects of acceptance - perceived
acceptance by others, self-acceptance, and acceptance of others, within the two groups
with different sexual orientation and by sex. The second part presents the results of the
hypotheses testing. In Hypothesis A, regarding the correlation between the three aspects
of acceptance, there was a statistically significant correlation between perceived
acceptance by others, self-acceptance, and acceptance of others. Reviewing the results
derived from Hypothesis B, V, and G, it's important to emphasize that there weren't any
interaction effects of sex and sexual orientation in any of the three aspects of acceptance.
Main effects of sex and of sexual orientation were established regarding perceived

acceptance by others, as well as regarding self-acceptance. When it comes to sexual

orientation, the expectations were confirmed regarding the direction of the difference,
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hence, people with heterosexual orientation had higher levels of perceived acceptance by
others and self-acceptance than the people with homosexual orientation. Contrary to
expectations were the findings regarding sex, where women had higher levels of
perceived acceptance by others and self-acceptance than men. These findings were
partially explained by the post hoc analysis which demonstrated that men with
homosexual orientation have lower levels of perceived acceptance by others and self-
acceptance than almost every other group. Acceptance of others didn't show any

statistically significant association with sex or sexual orientation.

In the chapter Discussion, the results with similar research and current scientific and
professional literature are elaborated and analyzed. Assumptions regarding the results
that don’t support the theory and research are also given. Within this chapter, the
limitations of the study and the suggestions for future research, policies, and programs
are given. The research results point to the need for developing policies and programs to
decrease sexual orientation-based discrimination and increase the levels of the

associated aspects of acceptance.
