Abstract: The evolution of Christian doctrine during Byzantium represents a
dynamic and multifaceted process of theological, philosophical, and cultural
synthesis. As Christianity gradually established itself within the structures of
the Byzantine Empire, the most eminent Church Fathers engaged with the
intellectual legacy of Greco-Roman antiquity, appropriating and transforming
its conceptual tools to articulate the foundations of Christian thought. This
synthesis is particularly evident in the works of the Cappadocian Fathers—
St. Basil the Great, St. Gregory of Nyssa, and St. Gregory of Nazianzus—who
skilfully integrated elements of Neoplatonism and classical rhetoric with
Christian dogma, laying the groundwork for Trinitarian and Christological
theology. In parallel, the sermons of St. John Chrysostom illustrate a pastoral
theology rooted in scriptural exegesis and moral clarity, accessible to the
broader Christian community. Throughout this period, Christian doctrine was

social, political, and spiritual realities. This evolution also had profound
implications for Christian pedagogy, as doctrinal development informed
methods of spiritual instruction, catechesis, and the formation of moral and
ascetical life. Patristic writings, biblical cosmology, hymnography, monastic
literature, and hagiography became the dominant forms of cultural expression,
gradually supplanting classical literature and embedding Christian doctrine
into the very fabric of Byzantine identity.
