(Summary)

The survey of several modern translations of the term  k63woc;
in Heraclitus fr. 30 reveals the complex meaning of this word. Ussually
it is translated with »world«, but in the critical editions of Heraclitus
there is not unanimity: we find often »world«, but also »world-order,
»Weltordnung« and similarly, where it is obvious that priority is given
to »order.

One of the most prominent interpretators of Heraclitus, G. Kirk,
The Cosmic Fragments (1962) 307, accepts translation »(world-)order«
with tendency to support the meaning of »order« in Kiftapo¢ of this
fragment. But on the other side, when he is led to establish relation-
ship of Kuapov XO¥(6 to Kvo ac%coov as simple predicate in the very
fragment, it is evident that koojioc. though implies meaning of »order,
it does not mean just »order« because »order« is not a »substance, a
thing in its own right« as it is.

This Kirk's experience is a reason that we come back to the su-
ggestion of O. Gigon, Untersuchungen zu Heraklit (1935) 56, though criti-
cized by Kirk, that kgcuov ... e-ofrps is equivalent to 6'ek631e03. In
our oppinion, this translation offers as original meaning of »order« in
the kucuiic, wof Heraclitus as possibility of adequate relationship of
kOoljc%to  dup in the context of the fragment.
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
