THE MEANING OF EPITHETS IN HOMER
(Summary)

in this concised survey of some contemporary conceptions about mean-
ing of Homeric epithets, the accent is puted on the problem of reconciliation
between M. Parry's attitude of their total formularity and some attempts of
their artistic interpretation.

The standpoint of the author of this paper is that a certain reconcilia-
tion is possible on the ground of chronological levelling of the epic tradition.
There are formulaic epithets in Homer which belong to the earler period of
creation of the Homeric epic, but there are also nonformulaic, co called indi-
vidual or artistic epithets which belong to the late period of that same tradi-
tion.

The main task in interpretation of their meaning is to recognize the
real place of the epithets in this tradition.
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
