(Abstract)

The text briefly explores the fundamental notions and definitions of disability and
impairment, overviews some ways of perception and treatment of the persons
with disability in the past, and offers an account on several models of disability,
focusing on the differences between the medical and the social model. The
elementary distinction between the "person first" and "identity first" language
is explained, some generally accepted and employed definitions of disability
and impairment are listed, and the question of philosophical approaches to
disability is raised. Furthermore, the issues of the perception of the disabled
in the antiquity and in the Middle Ages are tackled through the notions of
divine punishments and temptations, and through the concepts of corporeal
deformation and infirmity, as well as the medieval theological concepts of
perfect resurrection and spiritual healing. The basic positions and approaches
of some models of disability (the religious, the identity, the human rights,
the cultural, the economic, the charity, the limits model) are listed, with an
accent on the (in)compatibility of the medical and the social models, and on
the advantages and challenges of the sub-types of the social model.
